But these advances commenced, as far
as the American public and American
critics are concerned, very soon after
the "Greek Slavo" made her tt but,
and were due in large measure to a Vir¬
ginian.

We
asy this not that we would take from
Pow rim a single loaf of his well-earned
laurels, but in viudicatiou of the mem¬
ory of a man who did more than any
other in bia day to give a genuine iui-
tmWe to American ideal sculpture.

'Hun pour the mixture over your
shattered corn, stirring it up so that
some wiil get on all of it, then throw
out to the hogs. I found my hogs
would eat this in preference to coru
without it, and I have never bsd a sin¬
gle case since I commenced thia
renu dy. I hod several sick hogs with
cholera when I commenced giving theta
the above, and all but one recovered in
less than a week. I had a very tine
aow sick ut the time and had given her
a dotse by making it into a ball of
dough and shoving it down her throat,
she Being too sick to eat The next
morning I gave my son a ball of this
dough and told him to take one of
the hands and go down to where 1 had
left her the evening before, and if alie'
was alive to put it down her Biroat He
soouesme back and said : "Pa, if you
want me to catch that old sow I'll want
more help than you gave me, for she'a
as «ild as a Huck."
