Judge Bond's Recent Decisions.
1o the Editor of the Dispateh:

Of course no onecould have expected
a difforent decision from Judge Bond
in the case of * Virginia vs, William
L. Royall,"” and I do not suppose there
is such a Zany in the State as can be-
lieve that Mr, Royall will ever be able
to recover one cent damnges from the
memmbers of the grand jury Lie sned. Of
course they ean in turn sue hiwm, if they
choose. Judge DBond’s deeision in re-
gard to the injunction (s, the Indem.
nifying Board) asked for by Mr. Royall
appears to me utterly inconsistent with
some of his own previous decisions, as
well as with one decision of the Ba-
preme Court of the Unifed States.
Gireat stress has been laid  heretofore
on the fact that ** when a treasurer le-
vied on property to colleet the taxes
due by a tax-payer who had tendered
coupons in payment suoch treasuror
was not seting 13 an oflicer of the State,
Lut was acting on his own personal ra-
sponeibility.” In other worls, the
party makingsuchilevy acted as a private
ndividual, and not as n treasurer of the
State. 1 repeat that this was also one
of the main ressons given by the So-
preme Conrt of the United States why
the eourt could grant the aggrieved
tox-payer the reliefl prayed for.  The
court seemed to have decided that it
would have been beyond its power to
have granted relief by a verdiet ngainst
# {reasurer of the State, so a majority
of the eourt **whipped the devil aronnd
the stump, by deciding that whenthe
levy wus ‘mide the party lovying was
net acting as o State oflicer but as o
private individnal, My impression fur-
ther is that where jndgments have been
obtained in such suits they were ren-
dered ngeinst men acting on their per-
soual responsibility and not acting as
treasnrers of the State. In Judge
Bond's late decision he distinetly recog-
nizes that when the Indemnifying
Boprd makes good the loss to a
party that hsd been damaged in his
efforts to collect the taxes due the
State, such party is not a private citi-
zen, but an officer (tremsurcr) of the
State. This Inst decision of the Judge
is, in my opinion, the correct one.
Still it looks singular that a man who
by ono decision of n court was held to
be seting in his private capacity, and
ot his own personal risk, should so
soon afterwards be held by the same
court as an officer of Virginin, If it
lind been really trne that trossurers
who levied on property seted as pri-
vate individnals, and not as State offi-
ecrg, then it would have .Lp'[n-.'\rcd like
reason, if not of law, for Judge Bond
to have granted an injunction restrain-
ing the Indemnifying Board frora pay-
ing monay fo {m‘mh- eitizens to whom
the State did not owo one cent
As I regard Judge Bond’s decision
refusing to graot the injunction asked
for by Mr. Royall as a tJlm‘ided vietory
for the State, perhaps my comments
en it may seem ruther ill-timed ; but
belicving, as 1 do, that the Constitu-
tion of the United States does not give
thg power to any court of the United
States to meddle in miy sort of way
with the debt obligations of Virginia,

At this seazon of the year, when the
hegt for days together is almost nn-
bearahle, the lightest and coolest
clothing should be worn. This is par-
ticularly important in the case of chil-
dren.  All flaunel clothing, except for
infants, should be removed during the
scason of extremo heat, to be replaced
in cases of delicate childrens when the
weather turns cooler, even if only fora
(In‘r or two at a time. 3

tis proper to state that there iz a
difference of opinion, however, among
medical men on this subject, some
maintaining that invalids and delicate
children should wear flannel during the
entire summer as well as winter,

Heat annnally numbers ita vietims
by thousends in this climate, and its
cvils shonld be most sedulously guarded
ngninst, It is far more to be dreaded
and far more difficult to provide against
than cold.

The fect should receive particular
care. They should be kept warm and
dry, and their cireulation should not be
impeded by tight boots or shoes. The
1ubber overshoo, keeping the feet dry,
contributes as much to health as to
comfort.
