A specie] to the Baltimore American
from Harper* fatty givee the particu¬
lars ol a terrific explosion of an old
shell with serious results to six
persons. Tbe shell was au army
relic. It bad laen standing for
twenty-three yean on the side of
Bolivar Heights, one of the moe!
beautiful of the elevations over¬
looking Berner* Ferrv. Keeterday
afternoon Frank Willis ami Jesse
Jones probed the old shell with an
in n rod, their intention being lo gel
what powder oat Ol it they could. A
crowd of ri ft 1111 or twenty congregated
an uad the place to witness the opera¬
tion. Everything went along all
right until the ir..n set tire to the shell
and caused the explosion. The effect
was indescribable. Th* crowd was

knocked down and scattered, and the
fellewing-named persons received ea*
imus injurit I:

Agni s Willi*, aged fourteen years, hod
lu rrieht leg blown off below the knee.
She is not expected to live. Her Wo-
t hi 1, (burge Willis, aged six years, hail
his left hg broken. Frank Willis,
fatht r of the two children, and one of
the mtn who was fooling with the shell,
was bailly burned about the face. Jesse
Jones hud his hand broken. William
Tumers foot was blown off. Edward
Poles had his leg and jawbone both
broken and received other injuries
about the head. He will probably die.
The force of the shell was v ry great.

Pieces Of it passed through the house
owned by Albert Cockerill and tore
away windows and plastering, and an¬
other piece went through the dwelling
of Edward Poles, which was over a
hundred yards distant. Tho noise wa-

vi ry loud, and it attracted many people
from the town. The victims are stiff r-

reatly. They have good medical
attention. There arc tither old shells
around Harper's Ferry, but they will be
fal a vi rely alone In the future.
