Hrook Tarnpike,

The Henrico County Court was in
seseiom for a short while yesterday, and
adjonrned over untd Friday, at which
time applieations for liquor-licenses
will Te heard. It is desired that the
applicants shall be on hand promptly.

Judge Minor decided the ecase in-
volving the right of the Brook Turn-
pike Company to charge tolls for per-
sons travelling on the pike in its pres-
cut alleged bud condition,  Some time
ago an order was entered npon peti-
tion of ecitizens of the county prohibit-
ing the company from colleeting tolls,
and # commission, composed of Messrs,
¢. L. Miller, Henry Vogler, and
1. L. Hwmmrisou, was appointed
to examine the turmnpike and report its
condition to the Conrt. A careful ex-
aminstion of the entire road was made,
and the result woas that the fourth,
fifth, and sixth sections were con-
demmped as pot being in good  re-
pair. Mr. George P. Haw, the com-
pany’s counsel, exeepted to the re-
port, and this question wis argued
pro and con on Monday lnst; after
which the Court took time to consider,
Sinee then the Judge has made a per-
sonal examifation of the 'pike, and he
decided that it was in sufficiently good
repair to allow the company to con-
tinue to charge tolls for persons pass-
ing overit,

After abandoning
the purpose of pursning the Il'izn] pro-
fession Dr. Talmage graduated at the
University of the City of New York,
and then pursued his studies for the
ministry at the New Brunswick Theo-
logical Seminary. He preached for
some time in Belloville, N. J., and
Syraeuse, N. Y., and subsequently car-
ried on his ministry at Philadelplin for
seven years withalmost nnparalleled sue-
cess, He gathered ronnd Lin the largest
sudiences in that eity.  During the last
year of his pastorute there the church
could not accommodate one fonrth of
the multitudes who besieged the doors,
The pew-holders were admitted through
a sule door in the basement to avoid
the great msh of strungers at the en-
trapee,  About the same time (Febra-
ary, 1869) the Calvary church, of Chi-
cngo, and the Centraf ehurel, of Brook-
Iy, enlled Lim; his people in Phila-
nlt-llpbin offered every financial and so-
ciel indneement to bim to remain where
he was.  The peenliar condition of the
EFrooklyn Central ehureh seemed to
bim to demand a saerifice on his part,

A brief ex- |
pericnee proved the total inadequaey of
the editice to the andiences attracted
by Dr. Talmuge's preaching.
