while the truth is they over-estimate
their individual strength, When Maary
construeted bis * Wind and Corrent
(harts’ they were placed, ns we are
told, inthe bhands of every nawigator
who would take thew, so that the trath
of his statements might be proved,

The men say they will
stay out until their demand is granted,
and as the company claims to have a
stock of bricks on hand large enongh
to last several months there is a good
chance for a 1::? siege.

The action taken by the contractors
on the new order was prompt and im-
mediate, and hgc:ocm it was estimated
that work had been stopped on at least
eixty buildings, and that fally BOO
bricklayers, in addition to 1,200 idle
this morning, were out of work. This
means that full_y 6,000 men in the va-
rious trades were idle at noon from the
effect of the strike and lock-ont. At
the headquarters of the bricklayers'
union all were sanguine of success,

T'he union claims to be in receipt of
severnl ealls for bricklayers to go into
the country, and that there is a de-
mand for men in Kansas City, Omaba,
and Denver. Many of the men have
lready left town, and more will depart
to-uny, It is estimated that 40,000 la-
borers will be thrown out of employ-
ment if the new order is strietly com-
plied with.
