tion whether Congress could ohurtor
a United States vank, Tt was claimod
frem the power of Congress o regulats
corimeres bolween the several States
which by charter it empowered tho
bank 1o do. 1t was setbled in the
affirmative in the groat case of MeCul-
lough ve. Btate of Margland, 4 Wheal,
#1,  1b involved the puwer to ereate a
great meneyed corporation, and to
dgomicile it in every State against its
coneent and againet its pablie pol-
jeg,” (W. L. U. Law Notes—Corpora-
tions,) and we ean add, not subject to
the jurisdiction of the BState courts.
