Standard of the High Bchool
to be Baised,

The Manchester City School Board
met in the Counecil chamber of that
city at 7:00 o’clock last night in regu-
lar monthly session. Present at roll”
eall : Messrs. F. C. D. Farmer (presi-
dent), D, J, Weisiger (secretary), J. B.
Perdue, W. L. Robiuson, W. W. Pool,
(. A. Peple and Mr, Alexonder Fitz-
gerald, princip.l of the white schools.
Superintendent Mavrice came in 8 few
minutes later,

GRADE .

At the last regular meeting of the
bosrd the Committee on Grades was
authorized to rearrange the grades in
the schools and ceport at this meeting.
Aeccorcingly Mr, Peple, chairman of
the Committee oa Grades, presented a
report enying that after copse'tation
with the superintendent, principal, and
teschers of the white schools it
Ll been found nec{u::g in a great
measure to reorgunize the grades in
these cehools, and acconpanying the
report was a nex classification of the
different branches of stundies to be
tantLt. The grading of the colored
schools was found to be very praclical
ard did not require any change.

The report says : *' The committee ro-
grets that, owing to some difficnltics,
the new arrangement canmot be put
in force fully until tue end of the
present session,  Your com mittee does
not recommend any chauge in the text-
books used heretefore in your schools,
bat recommends the future introdue-
tion of a book giving the outlines of
geaeral history to be nsed as a founda-
tion for toe histories of the United
States and Virg'~a.

THE HIGH SCHOOL,

“Your committee deem it proper to
direct your attention to the advisability
of raising the standard of your High
School.  The fact that the graduates of
that school sspire to positions of publio
teaclers in your community should be
o strong inducement for elovating that
scbool to the standard held by the Rich-
mond High Behool—a pnblie institu-
tion which very d cervedly enjoys the
repatation o} belonging to tho highest
order of its kind,”

The commitiee. at the saggesiion of
Pilncipal Binga, of the colored gchools,
rcecommended that “*a speller with
definitions of words " be introduced in
that . 2bool.

The report of Superintendent Man-
rico showed that the enrolment this
sersion had been—white, *81 ;5 colored,
200, which is between 75 and 100 more
than any previons yesr, The report
shows that in White Schiool No. 5,
tanght by Miss Mary Swar there are
80 geholars, and that in Colored Sehoo!
No, & there are $2,

FPrineipal Fitzgerald and Superinten-
dent Muurice elso stated that some of
the other rooms are l.-mIl_\' overcrowded
and that sehwolurs are kept from sehool
beeanse the accom nodations sre in-
sufficient. In one of the colored
gehools, which is divided into morning
and afternoon sessions, there is an al-
tendance of 136 and the enrolment is
abont 166,
