The
town is full of new honses, has erowded
itself across the milroad and gone a-gal-
loping in the country at a great speed,
Amoug the new public buldings you
may uotice a fiue, substantial Govern-
ment building, a large, artistic-looking
eonurt-honse,a pretty Baptist cburch, and

The weather was very cold in Danville
and Greensboro'; ground covered with
snow, pavements covered with slect,
ponds covered with ice, snd 1ee covered
with bogs.

Then they spend Sunday aud Sun-
day pight at clurch, and Monduy they
sleep and get ready to go to work Tuoes-
day, They are very religions, too, after
their fashion, especially since the enrth-
quike. Every man, wouan, and child goes
to church whenever there is any service,
They sing and pray devoutly, give most
liberally—don't stop ata tenth by soy
means ; don't swear much ; but drink
whiskey? Don't talk ! Still wy neigh-
bors tell me they like to work them.
They nre very polite and well behaved,
too, since they have got to be good Dem-
ocrats, When they were Republicans
in the boleyon days of Governor Moses
they were insolent, thieving, treache-
rous, murderous, and everything went
wrong both with them and the whites.
That sort of thing couldn't last, you
know. The negroes discovered that they
were making themselves disagreeable,
and they got tired of voting with the Re-
publicans ; but they must vote, so they
commenced voting with the Demoerats,
und had such a nice time afterwards that
uearly all of them are good Dewmoernts
now, and a Hadieal has mighty little
show in South Carolina now.
