Among those whose
pames wore thus forged are D, James
Parker, ex-State Seoator 18, O, Riddiek,
and H. A.J. Morgan. It was further
learned that he bad forged paper on 1.
H. Graves, of Jolinston connty.

Cross's father, Thomas E. Cross, of
Guates county, reached here this morn-
jug. He i= an estimable apd npright
man, and was neatly overcome by the
news of his son’s robliery of the bank,
but when he was told that bis son was a
forger he was utterly broken sod gave
pp entirely, He enied aloud that be
wished bis son wers dead before this
cursé came upon b,
