Electing Bishops.

Seweral yoars ago, when the General Con-
ferenve of the Methodist Episcopal Church,
South, was about to meet, we called atten-
tlon to the faei thst the manner of electing
bisbopa in that body rendered it possible for
an eleetion to be made by & minority, De
spite our warnlog, the Geperal Conference
proceeded to elect bishops In the old way.

It wonld seem that the General Confer-
ence of the northern Methodist Epfscopal
Chtireh, now In sessfon in New York, has
had fts attention called to the same feature
of their manper of choosing bLishops. A
telegram from that city (o the pspers of yes-
terday states that after an animated debate
the conference on Wednesday adopted a
resolution requiring a two-thirds vote for
the election of bishops. Possibly the resos
lution was adopted beeause the members
had seen bishops elected by a minority vole,
FPossibly it was adopted for sowe other
reason,
