it must be remembered that a visit to New
York is Just the same ns a visit to Cubs, vo
far ss the question now under consideration
s concerned.

The Censtitution provides [or every emer-
gency except the one of which we arespeak-
jne. Tt says that *in case of the remaval of
the Govervor from oftiee,” (by the Legisla-
tura,) *or of his denth, failure to qualily, re-
signation, removal from the Stute, or wabil-
fty to disebarge Lhe powers and duties of the
office,” the Licutenant-Governor shull be-
cowe Governor. And It empowers the Le-
pwintiire to provide for the case under conside
eration when it says:

“ The General Assem bly shall provide by
Isw for the discharge of the executive funce
tons in other necessary cases,™
