In all the Btatea tha election of clee-
tors of President and Vice President of
the United States is & matter over which
at the present time the several State legis.
latares bave absolute control—just as ab.
polute as their control over the clectious
of Siste officers or members of the
Kiate legislatures, We hardly thivk that
even & Republican Congross will undertake
for some years to come to interfere in such
elections, though there is no telling what

the Republicans will be educated
up to in the course of nme.
Possibly ten  vears hence we  shall

bave Federal Jaws providing for the
holding under Federal supervision of
nll elections for members of the saveral
Binte legslatures, Sucha law wonld be
justified or attempted to be justified upon
the ground that s the State legislatures
elect United Btates senators, the election
of the members wns a mwatter of national
econcern. By that tima, too, Congress may
possibly pass laws controlling the States
by some species of partisan legerdemain
