the necessary officers for commanding
them, In pursaance whoreof we have the
pleasire of stating to you that the nssoria-
tion is now composed of ffty-five mem-
bers, who beg vou may recogmze them hy
the name of *The Richmond Light In-
fantry Blues," and who also bee leave to
recommend to the notice of the Executive
and solicit the appointment of the follow-
ing persons to the offices respectively af-
fixed to their names: William Richard-
son, eaptain; Bennett Taylor, heutenant:
Jolin Davidson, ensign.  We are, &e.

The records kept by this company indi-
eate that William Richardson, the first
eaptain, was commissioned on May 10,
1748, and the published history of the or-
ganization shows that it waa in existence
ni 1t 18 not known why this eom-
won was sent to the Governor five
years later,

SEVENTH STREET TO BE EXTENDED
TO THE RICHMOND LOCOMO-
TIVE-WORKS.

The New Segtion Will Be Twenty Faet
Wide, and Will Be Finlsbed
by Late Fall

One of the most important publie jm-
provements now in progress in Richmond,
and ono that will gve daily benefit sad
convenionce to & grest number of our
honest wage-earning eitizens, is the exten-
gion of Seventh street from its present
terminus, just beyond Preston, to the cor-

porate limits,

The new section of the street is only to
be twenty feet wide for the present, and
will be made on oneside with the proper
decline, so that when the city is ready to
brosden the thoroughfare to its full wilth
th:luidltin:_l can be made with economy
and convenianes,

Tt will Liave the proper street grade from
the hill near Preston to Hospital street,
the projected terminus, just s short way
from the Richmond Locomotive-and Ma-
chine-Works, and so far as the work it
will bei made entirely complete and per-
manent.

HOW IT I8 DOXFE.

In making thisimprovement the city has
the hearty cooperation and financial aid of
the Locomotive-Works, the Southside Land
and Improvement Company. who will run
their e‘m-tric ratlway out to the machine
shops, and of many property-owners along
the route. 2

The proprietora of the great industrial
plant which will be thus brought into
more direct connection with the heart of
the city were really the prime moversiu
this undertaking, which will be of vast
benefit to them and of conveniencs to hun.
dreds of their emplovés who reside in dif-
ferent parts of Richmond and in Manches.
ter. They not only took the initiative step
in impressing npon the city the impor-
tance of opening this avenue, but also of-
fered to do & good share of the work and
to contribute to its cost, The Bouthside
Company hias also interested itself in the
matter, s have many land-owners who w
realize handsome advances in the value of
their property as soon as thers is & good
streot established in front of it, thereby
making it easily accessible to the central
part utllm vity,

MAKING GOOD PROGRESS.

Mr. 8. P. Clay, the contractor for the ex-
cnvating, filling, and grading, has a large
force of hands emploved and is making
rapid progress. He expects to complete
his contract early in the fall and the stréet
will then be opensd to the publio and
street-cars will soon be ranning along it to
the extreme northern terminus whore the
men omployed at the Locomotive-Works
can stop from the cars and enter the shops
wiere their day's work is to be done,

The dirt being nsed m filling the great
ravine is taken from the side of the hill
near by and from the street that is being
graded near the city alm=house.

The work to be done by the city will
complete the street to Hospital street
This 1= only a short way from Bhockoe
ereck, and the Locomotive-Works will 6l
in from here to their bridee, which erosses
that stream. They will also preparo a smit-
able approsch to the bridge from their
works,

THE COST.

The amount to be expended on this work
by the city 13 5,000, A smaller sum was
at first appropriated, but 1t was found that
with so meagre an allowance but little
could be sccomplished aad the Council
was induced to slightly inercased libe-
rulity. Besides this the Southside Com-
pany, the Locomotive-Works, and several
property-owners have made contributions
aggregnting about #1500,  These two
funds, it 15 thonght, will be sufficient to
defray the entire expense of the unprove-
ment as now planned,

ATREET-CARE TO RUN.
