bave never been ablo ta overcome the
fosling of sadness and sympathy us they
Jiave watehed bLim trudge back to his
wretched prison home, {aithfnl ns a dog
peturning to its collar snd chain
TRAINMEN 119 FRIENDR
They all knew Lis story. Yoars ago,

when first tho new “trusty” ap-
poared  at  the depot, a single
glince into  his  elear blue eyes

was suflicient to make the trainmen |
bis friends, That Warden MeClanghirey |

bad made n good sclection in the new
Mirnsty " was admitted even before they
heard “hia story. That he wasa life-
conviet, and that his erime wis wilful
murder, made no difference.  Any one
cotld see thot he was bhonest as day-
light, and the sympathics of his new ns-
sociates went out to him even be-
fore they had learned the details of bis
one offence against his country’s lnws,
Visitors to the prison who bave left the
building with feelings K‘ﬂﬂ'.lgl'lf alterna-
ting between repugnavee and pity for
the miserablo occnpants of the white-
wished cells have seldom failed to qnes-
tion the convict-gnide who escorted
them to the train how it happened that
be was in such o place.  And, indead, it
did appear more than strange that & man
of Lis unguestioned honesty should
be among the condemmned, Withont
atternpting either to m inimize his offence
or to appenl for sympathy, Giek would
answor that lio had killeda man and had
been sontenced for life. Seven years
ago the erime hnd been committed and
seven years ngo he had worn his first
suit of stripes, Soeven yoars henee hie
wonld in all probatality be wearing still
another suit of stripes, aud so on from
year to year until—**Mn she when L'm
an old man 'l get out of {.wu."
PAINFULLY BAD,

To hesr o young man full of vigor
thua talking hopefully of the time when
he shiould be an old man and free onee
sgnin to enry his daily broad wos pain-
fully sad Cunosity snd  sympathy
demsnded a fuller explanstion, and the
conviet would not hesitate to give it. 1t
was n very ordinary guarrel that had ro-
sulted in the loss of life to Gick's
vietim nnd the loss of liberty to Gick
himself, (Giick was a hostler in the
employ of 4 horse-trader in sonth-
ern Allinoia,  Detween bis employer
snd & nedghboring dealer a  bitter
feud had long existed and  when-
ever necessity arose for business nego-
tigtions between the two Gick slwilys
peted ns reprosentstive of his employer.
On one of these oceasions high words
srose betwoaen Gick and the rival horse-
dealor. A fight secmed imminent,  Ae-
cording to Gick’s story his opponent
wag on the point of drawing & knife,
when a friend throst s revolver into
CGieck's havd, A seeond Inter the horse-
dealer was dead, shot through the beart
by a bullet from Gick's gun. Then
followed a long imprisonment and trl,
Popular opinion ran high thut the deed
hisd been wnstigated by Gick's euployer.
Every inducement wag offered to Gick
to confess that Lis employer had actun-
ted the crime. Put to every appeal
Gick roplied that the killing bnd been
doae in sell-defenes, und that if he were
placed in the same position agmn—un |
angry opponent about to draw a knife,
and a revolver throst into his own hand
at the instant when his life seemed in
most imminent peril—he would act just
us he had done,

Sentenced to the penitentiary for life,
Gick secepted s fute us stoically as he
had undergone the ideal of trnl and juil
imprisonwent.  His new life began in
the barness-shop, where his conduet was
go exewplary that Warden Mot lsughrey
singled him out as bis **trusty " or con-
fidentinl servant, In this capaeity al-|
most unlimited confidence was Teposed |
in the convict, The journey to and |
from the siation, which is within a|
stone’s throw of the prison gates, was the
best of the chances thrown in Gick's
way to escape had ho so desired
As confidential servant to the Warden
Giick was often sent, dressod in civilinn's
