for tho murder of F. 0. Benwell beganin the towu of Woodstook on the '¿2d oflast September. No criminal case had
ever excited snch attention in Canule.It was of internstional interest ; the
eve of the world was on Woudettiok, andall tho leading Englnth and American
newspaiicrs had ai»ecial correspondent*on han.I.
