Btate Laws ag to Bankrupteles,

For hnndrods of years Iaws as to inscl-
vents or bankrupts have bad ploce in the
eodes of varions nations Bt hefore the
establishment of the United States Gov-
ernment thero bud never been & duplex or
dual form of povernment such sa that
which has resulted from our State govern-
ments as affected by vur national Govern-
ment.

Wa have had our doubts as to whother
tho Federal Government bad the power—
or at least whether it ought to have the
power—to prescribo any duties whataver
for tha Btate courts.  These doubts have
referonce not particalarly to bankruptey
laws, but to any attempt on ‘the part of
the Federal Government to make Btote
officials the servants of Federal oMetals, or
in any way controlisble by them. If a
Btate judge's salary cannot Le taxed by
the United States Government—as  has
been decided by the Federal oourts them.
pelves—a Stato judge ought not to have
any duties of auy sort imposed upon him
by that Goverument,

The Federsl Constitution speiks with no
onoertsin sound as to whore resides thoe
power Lo pass a hankrupt law, There can
be no doubt that the national Government
bas full control over *“* bankrupteies' and
Iaws concerning  bankrupteies,  The
words of that instrnment are that *the
Congress shu!l have power to establish
¢ ¢ ¢ yniform laws on the subject of
bankruptey thronghout the United Statea.”
Whethér under this brond grant of power
Congress onght to allow the several Btates
to have any baud in disposing of bank-
ruptoy cases is at wny rate questionable,
For example, to recognize the excmntion
laws of the several States ~that is, exempt
whatever these laws exompt —would be to
frame soything but o “uniform law”
There must be diseriminntion bere, The
most ¢ffoctive discrimination would be to
allow to the States noither purt not lot in
the mutter.

We noticed some time ago the memorial
of the National Oonvention of the Repre-
sentatives of the Commercinl Bodies of the
United States in favor of the passage of
tho Tonuer bankrupt bill. That Lill is not
liable to the objection that it coneedes too
much power to the several States, 1t s,
on the contrary, n bill which seems to
promise good results. The momoralists
claim that under its eperation honest io-
solvents will be discharged and dishonest
ones punished; that the giving and re
eeiving of preferences will be provented,
These points are sufficient of themselves
to constitute a good law on the subjeet of
bankrupteios, The practies of allowing
bankrupts to prefer ther favorite ereditors
bas had a great deal to do with the growing
demand for the ennctment of nnational
law converning insolventa. But bankrupt
laws are apt to be unpopulur and short.
lived. Bo Congress onght toexamine care-
fully the details of the Tourey or uny other
bill which may come before the body for
its action thereupon,

Half-Way Measures—Again.

The Washington Posf saya that the pro-
position to hold an international silver
conference, suggested in the Prosident’s
message, is u plan which Senator Bexesas
considers indispensable it there s to be n
movement townards the free comnage of
milver. Without an international sgree.
ment Senator Smeraax thinks that the free
eoinage of silver means the dewonetization
of gold.

Mr. Buenyax is the champion of the
monomoetsllists, He has never beon ready
to remonetizo silver fully, We are not sur.
pnsed, therefore, to learn that be 15 in
favor of holiling un international silver
eonvention bafore putting silver upon its
feos, or the finances of our country upon
both fest. We writo in the interest of all
eoncerned—bankers, farmers, and work-
fngmen—when we sk for the full
remonetization of silver in this country
as & proliminary to an interoationsl silver
convention, Yet us fear not to put the
matter to the teat, Silver will bo apt to
yise noarly up to par with gold when its
eninage is made free, Bo soonas the finan-
cinl and other business-men see this result
of our logislation—if such a result shall fol-
Yow - silver will become as good as gold all
over the commereinl world, This is a prize
worth fighting for, and for which we
onn afford to risk something. On the
other band, if the uwew law fuils to
operate us 1ta frionds expect it to
operate, then the mouths of all the
wiseacre financiers will be closed, and
Copgress oan procead to legislate in the
broad light whieh will have beon shed
upon the subject by our experfonce undor
a free-coinage law, When somo years ago
Qongress pussed a law forbidding the sale
of gold and silver—that is, us Congress
thought, a law to prevent the deprociation
of greenbacks and national bank-notes by
selling them for gold and silver coin—that
bYody discovered at once that it had made
a mistake—that its luw had had the effect
of depreciating the paper currency wmore
than all the trading in it on Wall street
bad dreprecinted it. Congress, therefore,
ropoaled the law forthwith., Its life ex-
tended over but a fow days,

Let us, therefore, procecd to logislate
boldly on the subjoct of the finances, The
country, we repeat, does not veed nor ex.
peot at our hands any half-way measures.
Let us bLlaze tho way for the whole finan.
