General Lee met mo very soon after having
given his testimony before the grand jury,
und told ni»> thnt to the inquiry whether lie
had B4)t in the specified casos acted under
my orders he said that he had always con¬
sulted me when he had the opportunity,
both on tho field and elsewhere; that after
discussion, if Bot before, we had always
agTOsd, and therefore he had done with my
cons, nt and approval only what he might
have done if he hud not consulted me, and
that ho accepted the full responsibility for
nis acts. He said ho had endeavored to
present the mutter aa distinctly as he

! could and looked up to see what effect he
was producing upon the enind jurv. Im-
miidiutelv lieftiro liini sat a l>itr black negro
whose head had fallen back on the rail of
the bench he eat on; his mouth wa» wide
open and he was fast asleep. General Loe
pleasantly added that if bad had any vani-
ty as an orator it would have received a
rude check.

TBK KNIQHTLY VBX.

The evident purpose was to offer to Leo
a chance to escape by transferring to me
the re.sponsibilu ? for overt acts. Not only
to repel the suggestion, but unequivocally
to avow his individual responsibility, with
all that, under existing circumstancos.
was implied in this, wits the highest reach
of moral courage and gentlemanly» pride.
Those circumstances were exceptionally
perilous to him. He ha«! been indicted
for treason : the United States President
had vindictively threatened to make
treason odious; the dregs of society had
been throwu to the surface ; judicial seats
were held by political adventurer»; the
United (States judge of the Virginia district
had answered to ? committee of Congress
thnt he could pack a jury so as to convict
Davis or Lee.and it was under such sur-

roundings that be mot the grand jury and
testified as stated above. Arbitrary power
might pervert justice and trample on right,
but could not turn tbe knightly Lee fr in

tho path of honor and truth.
Descended from a long line of illustrious

warriors nd statesmen. Hubert Edward
Leo addi new glory to the name be bore,
and, whether measured by a martial or an
intellectual standard, will compare favora¬
bly with those whose reputation it de¬
volved upon him to sustain and emulate.

THE DAY IN PETERSBURG.
A Grand Célébrât I.in-Jr"arad« and Ad¬

dress by the Mayor.
{Corroeponuenco of the Richmond Dispatch.]

Petvrbulro, January 19,1891.
Petersburg honored itself to-dav in the

splendid tribute which it paid to the me¬
mory of General Robert E. Leo. There
was a great outpouring of the people, and
flags ami bunting were displayed in every
quarter ot tbo Otty. Private residences as
well as the store's in the business section
wore elaborately decorated. Xhoro was a

general suspension of business in the after¬
noon, and the streets tren crowded with
our own citizens as well ss hundreds of
visitors from the adjoining counties.
Many pictures of General Leo were hung
in front of stores and residences, and the
greatest enthusiasm was manifested. Con¬
federato, State, and national colors were
??ß "ii every side, and ono of the features
.if the observance was the great number of
ladies who participated.

THE ??????.

The column was formed on Bollingbrook
street, lacing south, with the right resting
battreaa Second and Third streets. Ex-
Governor William E. Cameron was tho
chief marshal and he was assisted by a
number of deputies. In the lino of parade
were Mexican veterani, tearing with them
the Hag which they carried to Mexico, the
Petersburg Grays, the Petersburg Artillery,
the Prince George Cavalry, A. P. Hill
Camp, Confederate States Veterans, tho
police corps, veterans not members of A. P.
Hill Camp, the fire department, public-
school pupils, and many others who took
part in the parado in order to testify their
respect for the man and the day, including
the three councils of the Junior Order of
American Mechanics. There were two
bands in line.ono tho Grays' and the
other the bond of the Normal School, com-
posed entirely of colored students. The
procession moved through the principal
streets of the city and was brought to a
stand at the Academy of Mime, where an
interesting programme had been arranged.
Senator Daniel was unable to tie present,
however, as intimated in Sunday's Dis¬
patch, and Hon. C. P. W. Breckinridge, of
Kentucky, telegraphed that reasons of
State prevented nini from coming.

DANIEL APPLAUDED.

Ro, after prayer by Rev. Dr. Gibson and
a short address by Mayor Collier the audi¬
ence was dismissed. The Academy was
crowded from pit to dome, and the stage
presented a most picturesque appearance.
When Mayor Collier, explaining the cause
of Senator Daniel's absence, eloquently
referring to him as battling bravely now
for tho liberties of Virginia as he had bat¬
tled in the past, a great cheer went up
from a thousand throats, and subsequent¬
ly tbe Senator's name was applauded to
the echo. Mayor Collier made an excel¬
lent impromptu speech, and more than
once when he alluded to the force bill tbo
audience applauded his sentiments and re¬
echoed his spirited condemnation of that
meuu e.
Thousand» of people were unable to getinside of the doors of tho Academy.

OEKEBAL LXX'» HZADQUABTXa».
Among the handsomest and most pic¬

turesque decorations were those at the
residence of the late William H. Beasley,
on High street. The house is located in
verv spacious grounds, and on the sward
in trout was a miniature camp, three tent»
in all, and pacing up and down in tbe
camp was Captain John T. Parham. a Con¬
federate veteran, wearing the identical
uniform with which he was clothed when
ho was a soldier in the Army of Northern
Virginta. Here also were to be seen many
mementoes of the great struggle, one of
the most interesting of which was
an earthen-ware pitcher which had been
used by General Lee. The Beasley Mansion
was General Lee's headquarters da¬
ring his operations around this city, and
therefore it is of considerable historical
importance. It was verv beautifully and
tastefully decorated. The Twelfth regi¬
ment flag, which was borne by that com¬
mand at the battle of Seven Pine», floated
over the miniature encampment, and an¬
other object of more than usual interest
was the silk flag thst was presented to the
Petersburg City Guard by tbe ladies of
Petersburg thirty years ago, and which
for ten years after the close of the war had
lain buried beneath the earth to preserveit from hostile hands. The "camp" wa»
photographed.

MEXICAN VBTBBAKS.
The day passed off without any untowardincident to mar the ceremonies. The onlydisappointment experienced was the fail¬

It was tbe first celebration of his birth-
dny an a legal holiday, and people partici·
pated in it much more generally than was

expected.
In Richmond the weather was perfect.

Not a cloud obscured the sky from "the
rising of the sun until the going down
thereof."
Early ia the daybeyond the floating of the

national colors from public and numerous

private buildings there was nothing to in¬
dicate that it was a holiday. About noon

the city offices, nearly all the workshops,
manufacturing establishments, and »cores

of stores closed, and the people begun to
congregate on the street
The Capitol was not open for business at

all during ta»; day, and tho publio schools
bad holiday.
The observance was all that could be de.

si,ed. and remembering that it was the ini-
tial one there can be no doubt that in time
January 19th will be a holiday second to
none.
Here in the capital eity tho sentiment

of the people was appropriately illustrated
by the splendid parade through crowded
thoroughfares. In line were veterans
who followed th« brave commander
to Appomattox, and with them their
sons.

The portrait of General Lee which ap¬
pears on this page it one of the best of
him ever printed in a newspaper.
The emblematic border »urronnding it

consists of two branches of oak and laurel,
respectively. to the left and right of the
reader. These start from a scutcheon at
the foot of the composition, nearly enclose
the head, and are emblems of civic and
military virtues.
From tho same points alto a Confederate

battle-flag and the ensign of the Statt pro.
ject, part displayed, the ends draped to the
scutcheon. The scutcheon or cartouch it
" charged " with the creet of Lee, the squir¬
rel with the nut, and the motto, " No» In.
cauta* Futuri," which, though Latin, it very
nearly the literal English, " Not incautious
of the futura"
The whole oí the arms are not included, 1

as their introduction would necessarily
nave made the rest of the design too di¬
minutiv«.
In about the heraldic phraseology they

are a single crescent sable (.black) on a field
of azure, divided from three crescents be¬
neath sable by a chevron gules or red. The
cartouch is circled by a close wreath of
olive bound by a scarf, on opposite folds of
which are " Mexico-Appomattox," the be¬
ginning and tbe and of General Lee's mili¬
tary career. On other folds are tho dates
of his birth and death.

WD TO XXXOLT BULE.
When on the 7th of June, 1776, Richard

Henry Lee moved in the Continental Con¬
gress that "these united colonies are and
of right onght to b« free and independent
States," and when on the 4th day of July
following that Congress adopted and pub.
lished to the world the Declaration of In.
dependence which Jefferson drew and the
f;ood perni» of tlo e colonies under the
i-atl of Washington maintained with bayo,
net and sword for themselves and their
posterity, they put an end to kingly rule
forever.
But the kinirs they dethroned were thcae

who rule by the accident of birth or cir¬
cumstances, and not those kings of men
who rule by right in very truth divine -

the right of Clod-given powers »? grand ia
«heir proportions and so honestly «sad for
the good of their feliow-citiaeus for the
wromoüon of truth and jnation aad th« de-

fence of right, whether in council hall or
tented field, as to command the homage
and respect of men.
"(;r*at m«n never die.
Their bon·» m»y »odd*n In the »an.
Their head» Em hang on caetle gate» or dry

wall», ,

Bat sail thslr spirit» walk abroad."
And here to-night, here in the midst of

those who knew and honored him in life ;
bore. I may almost say, in thi* camp of old
soldier» who followed where he led from
Richmond to Appomattox with courage so
heroic and devotion ao true that the centu¬
ries may be challenged to »how their peer»
here unseen, but not unfelL the spirit of
Lee walk» amongst us, and for the moment
at least, fills our hearts with somewhat of
his own pure love of gentleness and jus¬
tice »nd du: v. as consciously or not we re¬
solve as well as may be to imitate his great
example, though far, ao faraway.

TO ALL TIMES ??? ALL TBB WOBLD.
The man whose fame and memory we

celebrate to-night! Though ours by birth,
he belongs not to our time, nor yet to us
alone, but to all times and to all the world.
I know that amongst those whom he an¬
tagonized there are men cast by nature in
so small a mould, with mind» so contract¬
ed and hearts so mean, that they are »till
ready to cast a stone at the memory of the
rebel Leo. Thank God, there are few. if
sny such, in the ranks of the brave sol¬
diers who fought against him. But the
passion» and prejudice» which the war
evoked will one day be buried in the gravo
of tho long ago. The red rose and the
rhite bloom side by side on fields once
drenched with the blood of Lancaster and
York, and. though upon the return of the
Stuart to the throne of hi» fathers the
gì ave» of the Puritans were despoiled of
their dead, and th« bodies of Pyin and
Blake dragged from Westminster Abbey
and cast lia· ruboish into the church-yard
of St. Margaret, yet to-day. could one
produce but a link of the chain by which
Cromwell's body was suspended from the
gibbet on Tvburn Hill, it were prized as a
precious relic worth a thousand times its
weight in gold ; for call him as men may,rebel or lord protector, all England boasts
of his name, hi» genius, and hi» glory, and
hor sons with equal prid»> trace their blood
from the dashing cavalier» who rodo with
E»aex and Prince Rupert at Edge Hill, and
the God-fearing men who marched to vie-
tory with Cromwell at Marston Moor, or
followed Hampden to death and defeat at
Chalgrove.
Thus it is that tho " fashion of this world

Íiiisseth away," and the fashion of sense-
"ss fanatics in the pulpit who have been
preaching a crusade of hate in the placo of
that dear Gospel of pence, which the
blessed Savior preached: the fashion of
selfish politicians, who have pained the
ears and vexed the hearts of all true pa¬
triots with their hypocritical ranting·
about "rebel brigadiers" and '·southern
traitors " and " broken oaths" ; the fashion
of miserable tricksters, who for their own
base ends havo so long distorted truth
and lived on lies. Be sure all this shall
pass away aud Americans everywhere ac¬
cept tho judgment the world lias already
rendered: that of all who played their
parts on tbe great stage of our great civil
war tho greatest, the wisest, ard the best
was Robert Edward Lee. (Great applause.)Thrice brovetted in Moiieo.at Cerro
Gordo, at Cherubusco, and at Chapultepoc.ho proved himself a soldier with courage
as dauntless as Key's, and alwars and
everywhere boro himself with a dignity,
courtesy, and knightly chivalry, which
lose nothing by comparison with Sidney
or Bayard. He loved his old commander
on those glorious fields, be loved tho flag
foi which he had fought and hied, he loved
the Union itself with all its glorious asso¬

ciations, and a terri bio struggle rent his
noble heart iu twain when, after Lincoln's
proclamatimi had accomplished what the
appeals of her sister States h ¿vi failed to
bring about and driven Virginia to seces¬
sion, he was compelled to choose between
that Union and his native State.

THE WAT DCTY POINTED.
No ono know better than he the vast

power and resources of tho North; none
more fully comprehended tho magnitude
of the impending contest and the sacri¬
fico which ho would make in casting his
fortunes with tho South, for Arlington,
with all its »weet und oherished memories,
lay smiling in tho beauty of the opening
spring, and he had but to reach forth his
hand and grasp the baton of supreme com·«
niaad in the traini army which Lincoln
was marshalling for the conflict ; but he
heded not the voice of friendship nor tho
promptings of ambition, he heard not the
pleadings of self-interest, he hesitated
only long enough to decide which way
duty ? tintoil, and deciding that hi» first
allegiance was due to bis native State,
promptly drew bis sword in her defence.
And
" Never hand waved sword from stain a« free,

Nor purer sword ted braver hand.
Nor hraver bled for a brighter lami.
Nor brighter tanti had cause e.i grand,

Nor cause a chief like Loe."
Aud when after tho most tremendous

conflict the world hae ever witnessed that
brave band laid down ita banners, heavy
laden with tho weight of glory and worn
with fighting and weary with victory, yield¬
ed at last to hunger and want, and when that
bright land was darkened with the black
pall of despair and that grand cause crush¬
ed to earth by tho weight of a host in arm»
well-nigh a million strong, ho returned that
sword to its scabbard as pure and stainless
as when it first flashed in tbo faco of the
foe.
This is neither the timo nor the occa

sion, were I competent for tho task, by
close analysis of his character und deeds,
to approximate the place of Lee in the
Pantheon of tho great.
As a soldier ho mast yield precedence to

Alexander, and Cassar, and Frederick, and
Napoleon, but he was nevertheless a great
captain, and as an accomplished English
critic has written; " In strategy mighty, iu
battle terrible, in adversity, as in pros¬
perity, a hero, indeed."
The bloody battles before Richmond,

when like a lion springing from his lair ho
took the offensive, and hurling his army
like a thunder-bolt on the legions of Mc-
Clellan he defeated him at Cobi Harbor
and drove him to refuge at Harrison's
Landing, proves the truth of this. Sharps-
burg prove» it, and that brilliant campaign
in which he outg»*neralled Pope and shat¬
tering hi» force! at second Manasse»
compelled him to seek safety behind the
fortifications of Washington proves it.
Fredericksburg and Burnside bear witness
to its truth. Chancellorsville and Hooker
corroborate it. and Gettysburg, immortal
now by the charge of Pickett'» brave Vir-
giuians, twin brother» in valor and regown
with tho heroes who died for their coun¬
try at 1 In ruiopylu; tells the same story.
The countless numbers of brave meu who
fell under the flag of Grant from the
Wilderness to Petersburg proclaim it from
their soldier graves, and Appomattox'»
trumpet tongue tolls it to all the ages, for
there, in that Geths-jmane of sorrow, he
conquered fate itself, and plucking glory
from defeat taught the world by his own
example the truth ofthat august maxim
which had been the guide of his life, that
"human virtue could equal human ca-
laniitv."

When we read the story of Napoleon

fretting away hit life at St. Helena, aud
railing in impotent race at the reversos of
hi» fortune, we can out wish sometimes
that he had put himself at the head of the
Old Guard whom Cambronne led fio un.
dying fame at Waterloo, and perished on
that fateful field, but where lire» the man
who does not feel that the world woul»
have sustained an irreparable lost bad
Robert E. Lee ridden along hit lines at
Appotnattox and put an end to his grand
life and sorrow there, a« in one single mo¬
ment of pardonable'weakness be sug¬
gested he could do ?
When Gordon sent his word thatr his old

corps had by mere attrition been reduced to
a "frazzle'' he knew that the end he bad
long foreseen had come, and calling his
»tall officers around him prepared them
for the last »ad act iu the saddest drama iu
modern t num. " Wnat," »aid one of them.
" what will history say of our surrender /
" That is not the question," Lee replied.
" The question is wautner it ? ri-jhi. and if
it it rvjhi I take all the reapousibihty."There spoke the Christian hero! self-
puit d aud self-sustained. As prosptirjtyLad never obscured neither could adversity
dim hut clear perceptions of right nor
cause him for one moment to falter in the
Une of duty. You ill remember that when
the tidiuga of the French Emperor's sur¬
render reached Paris Magenta and Solfe¬

and obey."- Churchill.
The speaker began by saying that he had

listeneu with pleasure to Major Siriugfel»
low'» oration.
Virginia had on every occasion boon able

to furnish a man to meet tho emergency.
When in the Union »be was looked upon
as a leech, and when in th« Confederacy
she was regarded as tho foremost State of
the South.
Virginia was the first State where free

religion obtained. She was for inde-
pence when others were nncertain. The
climatic conditions conduced to the
growth of brave mon; it was not warm
enough to make effeminate or »old enough e
to dwarf them. In hor were embraced
forests, fields, riven, mountain», and val¬
leys, all going to form a country well
worth fighting for.

They were calling out, " I wa» under
Grunt," "I waa under Hancock." lie
passed in front of the desk, am!, holding
up a hand from which three finger» were
gone, said: "I loet tho».· fighting under
Lee in defence of thu capital of my native
Stato. Virginia."
