SHOTLD HAVE BOTH.

Dr. Hugh M. Taylor: I think we onght
to have both, The four doctors will reach
a class of patients that ought not to go to
the hospital, and tho bospital will be «
benefit to the worthy class of patients
that cannot psy five orsix dollars per week
at a private hospital. If only one can
be had it would be better tolet the hos-
| pital seryiee remain as it is and care for
| the poor siok at home who have now no
| relief but the charity of the physician, I
