This tust Lave been hard upon
him, It must have been severs upon all
those whose lives had been spent in the
army and navy. Upon them peace cameo
with a rude aud violent shock, shipwreck-
ing them upon an unfriendly ehore and
throsting them iuto a litter struggle for
bread.

Considering all that he had undergone,
General Jomxstoy came ont of the war
with but little bitterness. e devoted
himself to the relinion of the eountry, and
drew to his side mauy northern friends;
Genernl Suxpysy among others, General
Grant, too, always spoke of him with
praise. Hislast two public sets were to
vnveil the monument here to his class-
mate and brother in arms, Rouent K, Ler,
and to act ns pall-bearer of his oppovent
in the field, but friend in peace, General
W. T. Barryas,

His body cught to rest in Hollywood.
Bteps will be tuken to that end, und we
trust the consent of his family can be ob-
tained. We do not ask them to think
about it in this moment of poignant grief,
but hereafter Virginia will pross this re
quest, and we hope with suecess,
