The figures which we roproduced yester-
day from the oensua report of 1880, and
provious ones, could not have surprised
say regular reader of the Disparoi.

there was that the Indians would do so;
and when we were referred to the showing
of the census of 1570 that reemed to mili-
tate against our theory on the subject, we
st omce pronounced that census to be to-
unreliable, 8s tha Census Buresu now
affirms it to ba, Or, if we wara pointed to
statistios obtained from looal Blate reports
or munisipal reports tending to prove that
the negro race was inereasing in numbers
more rapidly than the whita race, we fell
beok upon the distum of a distinguished
southern physician, who had in a few
words declared that the same sort of sta-
tistics wonld prove that rats incressed in
number more rapidly than did eats or men.
In common with all intelligont porsons we
belioved in the doctrine or theory of evo-
Jution as far s it assumes that our eavi-
ronment of to.day is the natural outeome
of our environment of yesterday; or, to
phrase it differently, we hold that what
we seo around us to-day s the nmtural re-
sult of what we saw around us yesterday.
The present has Leen evolved from the

This law of evolution is ono of the laws
whose operation will insure that the white
race shall constantly grow more snd more
numerous relatively to the black race.
Whatever may seom to be the elrgum-
stances or surroundings of the two races
at any given moment of time, the final re-
sult must be as we have said, The numeri-
cal strongth of the whites when compared
with that of the blacks will continually in-
creass, The censms of 1890 is smd to show
a perceptible tendency southward of the
negro populstion. Thisis » nataral efect
of pre-existing causes, and will not sur-
prise snybody who has studied the

questions involved in the statistics
which the Census Burean has just
made public. If already in Maryland

and Virginia wo can discover that the
whites will soon claim sll the land for
themselves, wo may safely predict that in
the course of time the same law of nature
will cause the whites to ¢laim all the land
in themorosoutherly Btates for themaelves.
“This conntry cannot exist half free and
half slave,” smd a distinguished Republi.
can statesman more than thirty years ago.
A similsr remark may be madoas to the two
races. They canmot do otherwise than
profit by natural law in the case of the
whites and succumb to the natural law in
the caso of the blacks. Not one sinele
moment’s apprehension have we ever en-
tertainod as to the possibility that the
whites wounld eventuslly be ontnumbered
by the blacks in the Gulf States
By the way, whilst indulging in
thess speculations we will say that
“in the course of human events"—
say o few thousand years hence—the Oau-
casian race will have set its feet ms the
owners of it upor every sore of land on
the globe. Negroes, Mongols, Malays, aud
Indians will have to fall before the all.
oonquering white man.

But enough. Lot us rest content in the
assuranoco that the superior race will in-
creaso and multiply until it shall becomo
a8 the sands npon the sen-shore.

While it would not be proper or desira-
ble to take all of the cars off Franklin
street it would certawnly be of great ad-
wantage to Church Hill to be npproached
by strangers and residents by s stroet-car
route which presents more sttractions
than does the y t one. Besides, it
woald be a marked convenience for pa-
trons to be landed or taken up on the
greatest business thoroughfare of the eity,
fustead of being carried up and down
through stroets of heavy grades and sharp
curves which are devoted in large moes.
sure to businesses which preclude the
possibility of keeping them tidy.

We think the company shounld bo per-
mitted to gratifythe wishes of the Church-
Hill people if it van be done without the
sacrifice of any public interests,
