There are conflisting theorios ns to what
eonstitutes the best method of raising the
money needed to carry on the govern-
ments—State, national and municipal,
Thousands of stndents of politioal-eco.
pomie problems hold that it is immaterial
who pay the taxes in the first place since
they always adjust themselyes in and over
the community. But this theory isat a
glance seen to be untenable, as wo can
easily satisfy ourselyes by imagining what
would result from such a system of taxa-
tion as some of our modern *‘reformers”
advocate. Nevertheless, there isa modi-
oum of truth in the theory iu question,

The theory of Hesxey Gronor is another
one that commonds 1teelf to the approba.
tiou of thousands of persons who have
studied sll the taxation problems of the
day. We have recently explained this
theory to our readers. 1t is, in brief,
that if all taxes were lovied upon land
sud nothing that human labor produces
were taxed (not even tho finest of houses),
the community would be greatly bene.
fited and a new and much better condition
of things than now exists would result.
We scknowledge that after studying this
theory a good deal, snd reading many
articles and essays in its favor, we bave
found ourselves totally unable to perceive
any merit in it. We are inclined to the
belief that this theory, though still elaim.
ing thousands of adherents, is not as popu-
1ar 68 it WAS SOVEral years ngo.

Another theory is that all taxes ought to
be levied upon incomes, This at first
seoms to bo an impracticable scheme, but
the statistics quoted by its friends show
that it would be possible to support the
national, State and city governments by
taxing incomes in excess of one thousand
dollars. Ad valorem taxation is not balieved
by the advocates of the income tax to be
fair, sineco it bears much more heavily upon
the small land-owner or house-owner than
upon the large one. But upto this time
the ad valorem system has had full sway in
this country. The tax upon incomes pro-
dnces s0 much fraud, perjury and de.
moralization that no eerious attempt to
enforoe it strietly is ever made in any State,
po far ns we know. This does not argue
that it might not be enforced. Uxcre Bam
raised in one year from an income tax
pome seventy millions of dollars, we think,

The commonly-seceptod theory we shall
next notice, It obtains in Virginia as well
a8 in slmost all the other Btates. We
notice that it is called ** The Massachu-
petts system,” but it might as well be
pamod after any other State, It is, in brief,
an attempt to tax every desoription of per-
sopal property, a8 well ns of real property.
We do not suppose that o tax of this de-
scription is much less demoralizing thanan
fneometax. But it ia certainly more popu.
lar., The oryis raised in Massachusetts
that this system of taxation keeps capital
from coming into the Stafe, and drives
capital out of the State, We have often
beard this ery in Virginia, but bad not ex-
pected to hear it from Massachusetis,
which in personal property is one of the
richest commuunities in the world.

This guestion as to tho best method of
Jovying and collecting taxes will come up
in Maryland this year. In that State a tax
eommission, of whieh Professor Fuy was s
member, made a full report on the sub-
ject a fow years ago. Ho is an expert in
such matters, We in Virginia need to
study all theso questions, seeing that our
Btate debs is n very large one for a com.
munity no wealthier than ours, and islikely
to be unusually oppressive because so much
of it is owned in Enrope. To levy taxes in
Yirginia to be paid ont in Virginia is one
thing. To levy taxes in Virginia to be
spent in England is another thing. This
fact of itself makes it the bonunden duty of
Governor, Legislature and private citizens
to study taxation problems and seck to
render the burthem of supporting the
government and paying interest upon the
mdm as light as it is possible to ren-

Other Points in the Lottery Onse.

We have noticed in another articls one
point decided on Monday last by the
Suprems Conrt of Louisiaoa in the lottery
eane. That point was eorrectly decided,
no doubt; but we are nol prepared to say
asmuoh in rigard to two other points
which are asid to have, been decided in
the same case—namely, first, that the
Secrotary of State may correct the Journal
ot the Legialatore after the adjournment
of the Laegislature, and, second, that
printed journals are valid journals, In
the Saerotary of Btata n part of ths legis.
Iative dopariment in Louimans? Hardly.
And if not, how can it be lawful for him
to correct the journals of the two houses
of the Legislature? But if we conceds
that in Louisiana he is a part of the legisla-
tive department, he would have no more
right to correct alegislature's journal after
the legislature bad adjourned than any
other man would hava. Nay, he could not
eorrect it if the Legislature were in session
without its arder to that effect. Why, the
olerk of poither houss of the Legislature
would dare to correct & legislative journal
after it had been approved by the Lody
whosa journal it is, We suppose there
may be a mistake in the telegraphic re
port,

A= to the second point, we may say that
we suppose & printed journal might by law
be made a valid journal. But if legisla.
tion is to be done by clerks and secrets-
rios, then clerks and secretaries ought to
bo fine constitutional lawyers as well ns
consclontions public servants, It would b
botter for the country if we had less of
judge-mndodaw.
