vice, and to oth«-r* which ought to be
toade.
One " reform" that ought to bo made is

to abolish the difforeuce between th«>
postage rat«»s paid by publishers and the
rstes paid by other people. The Qovern-
liient ought not to «<ttt»hlish both a whole¬
sale and a retail price iijk>u mail matter. It
is umbocoming a great government like
ours thus to discriminate against the per¬
son* who send mad matter only in small
quantities. The unit of weight of letters
is one ounce. Kvery man in the I'nited
Btates has the right to send a letter from
one end of the Pniou to the other for the
small sum of two cents, provided the letter
doe» Uoi weigh over one ounce.

important tor the Legislature to levy th"
taxes necessary for the support of the
Ooverntnont upon any particular class in
the community, rich or |iour, seeing that, si

thev contend, taxes will adjust IhoiBBBlTOa
properly under the operation of the laws
ot Natur«:. Bjnurr Quoaos*a theory ¦ that
all taxes should be ¡.vied upon land, and
consequently that none ought to lm levied
npoe personal proportfj nor upon houses,
nor upon any product whatever of human
skill and industry He supposée that that
method of taxation would lesUOVC from
th" bod* iiolitic many of the ills to
which it has so long been hah*, and
impart new vigor and new life to the labor¬
ing masses.
