NINETY-8IXTH ANNUAL SESSION,OF
THE CHURCH IN VIRGINIA,
Tmportant Busioess to Do Comsider: -

Propossd Charter of the Counel—
Diselpline of the Eailty.

Prreassons, Vi, May 16.—The ninety-
sixth Annual Council of the Protestant

Episcopal Cburch in the Diosese of Vir
ginia will assemble in Grace church,
Potersburg, on Wednesday next, the 20th
mstant, Bishop Whittle, assisted Ly
Bishop Randolph, will preside. Bishop
Petetkin, of West Virginia, n worthy son af
the Old Dominion, will be among the dis-
tinguished visitors at the Council
LARGE ATTENDANCE.

In view of the important business to be
considerod at this session it is expected
that the attondance of delegates, both
elergy and lay, will beunusually ln not
Imtzun 260, probably over 300, 10 fOMm-
mittee on hospitality of the several local
churches have slresdy received notice
ot the coming of nearly 300 delegates,
and have secured accommodations for
that number, and have also prepared for
others from whom no definite notice haa
been received. And hers it may be stated
that members of other than the Episcopal
denomination have generously and volun-
tarily tendered their homes for the ac-
commodation of these
sister Church. It seldom occnrs that the
Annual Couneil of the Church sattracts
sneh a large attendance as is foreshadowed
above: but it seldom occurs that matters
of such widespread and general interest
engnges the attention of the Council &s
those that will come up for discussion
next weok.

UXFINISHED BUSINESS,

Thesn matters embrace to a larga extent
the unfinished business of the last session,
and il ix expected that their consideration
will practically exclude any new busincss
of importance, One of these was the re.
port of a gpecial committes o ypointed ** to
consider the expediency of the appoint-
ment ot one or mors boards of trmstees to
bo legnlly incorporated for the purpose of
hnl.:lmg.nuh‘e:l to the direction and con-
trol of the fth'(-cwun Couneil, all invested
funda now exising or hereafter to be ne-
enmulated for the benefit of the vari-
ons church charities of the diocese,” The
committes in ita report submitted the
form of a charter to be Rpl‘llvi] for ot the
next session of the General Assembly, the
title of which is: *"An act to incor-
worate the Conneil of the Protestant
‘piscopal Church in the Diocess of Vir-
ginin,” ns best caleulnted to serve the de-
siredl purposn, It was designed that the
Counctl, under this charter, should ap-
point these bonrds and in this way retain
control of the trust funds—the boards to
Le subject to the legislation of the Coun.
nil n::(!J such rules and regulations as it
might from time to time adopt,

ANOTHER REPORT.

Thia report and accompanying charter
wera referred to a special committes of
five, who subsequently reported through
1. Taylor Scdtt, the prescut Attorney-
General of the State, that in their judgment
the proposed charter presents serions and
grave legal questions, which should be ma-
turely and deliberately considerad, The
Constitution of Virginia providea that
“ihe General Assembly shall not grent
charter of incorporation to any church or
religions denominstion.”  Though *the
Counecil™ be not the Chureh, it is part anid
parcel of its ‘*ecclesinstical organization.”
‘i he enarter should be free from doubt and
uneertainty: if tainted with “illegality ™
the consequence will bo the loss of * the
funds it was designed to make secure,
The report was therenpon referred to o
committes of nine, to rnrqu at the session
of the Conneil next week.

THE NISETEENTH CANON.

Another matter of interest is the forth-
coming report of a committes on the pro-
possl to repeal or smend the nineteenth
eanon touching lay discipline, which
eanon it was several years uago proposed
to eplarge by including round dancing
amaong  diseiplinary offices. ‘Lhis canon
was enlarged ot the last session by inelu-
ding gaming, attendanes at horse.racing
anil  theatrical amusements,  Attendiog
publie balls and habitusl negligence of
public worship are subjects of diseipline

and admonition in the Church, Subse- |

yuently, however, & committos of seven
including the two bihops, was mmumhui
to report at the next Counell npon the
question of repealing tho eanon, The
re~ommendation of this committes will
probably favor leaving the disputed mat-
ters more to the judgment of the pastors
and the conseience of the lay mombers
thun to canonical regulation,
DPIVISION OF THE DIOCEE,

The question of greatest importanes to
come before the Couneil, and one that will
give rise to the widest discussion, is that
of the division of the diocese, This mot.
ter hins been 1n the minds of the peovle
and before the conncils for years, The in-
tersst manifested in it boas ‘mereased cach
yenr, but it has been a notieeablo fact that
great Tospect was always shown to the
opinions of the Bishop in the premises
As the head of the Church it was
always eonceded that his wishes shonld be
respocted, and that bis knowledge of the
nesds of the Chureh was supreme, Ten
vesrs ngo he was decidedly opposed to a
division, but "after much reflection und
under o solemn senso of responsibility to
God.” in view of the great changes in the
condition of the State and the Church
that have ocenrred, bo rocommended in
his Inst annual report that & comumittee be
appointed to consider the gquestion of di-
viding the i s¢ of Virginin inte two or
more dioeeses, this committes to report at
the appronching Counell.

The committes appoioted conssted of
the two bishops, six clergymen, and eight
laymen, representing all portions of the
diocese and men prominent in the Church,
This eommittes bas met and agreed upon
1ts report, which recommends o division of
the diocese into two dioceses. The com-
mittee was noanimogs in its agreement os
to the roport, and more than two dioceses
was deemed unwise snd fmpracticable,

THE BIVIDING LINE,

The committee recommend the dividing
line to begin at Aquis ereek betweon King
Goorge and Stafford counties, and to run
thence along the dividing line Letween
Spotsylvania and Caroline, Louisa and
Hanover, Goochland and Fluvanns, Pow-.
hatan and Cnmberland, Amelia aud Prince
Edward, Nottoway and Prince Edward
Luneuburg snd Charlotte, nud Halifax and
Mecklenburg connties, * Looking upon the
map of Virginia it would be seen that this
line would make the Esstern Diocese
(leaving out the two Eunstorn-8hore conn.
ties) almost nn_exact equi-lateral triangls,
with liehmond as the cenirsl point. It
wounld give to the Eastern Diocese the
large citios of Richmond, Petersburg, Nor-
foik, snd Portsmonth; and while the
Wastern Diocese would be greatly larger
in territory, with groat prospects for the
future, it would give the wealth and great-
est membership to the Eastern, The re-
yort will doubtless be vigorously opposed
in the Couneil.

TWO 0% THREE DIOCEERS,

The truth is that while division has long
been discussed, sentiment has not centred
upon any particular line, Thero 15 &
lnree eleinent in favor of two dioceses and
u large one in favor of three, This latter
eloment 18 particularly strong in the South-

Iuida. It will only be when the Council

meets and & tull interchange of views oc-
curs that anything like anutelligent opin-
104 a8 to what should be done ean be ar-
rived at. The very tull and complets paro-
chial reports made at the last Conneil
with all the statistics ns to territory, mem-
baership, contributinns, expenses, &o,,
furnizh data, which will no doubt be val-
uable in any division that may be sgreed

upon.
