TATED AND HE MAY RECOVER.

Tho condition of Mr. John H. Powoll,
who Led his right leg terribly crushed in
the collision that occurred at tbe corner of
Main and Third streott late Friday night
between Electric-Car No. _9endHook-and-
Ladder Truck No. 3, wot regarded as vary
Critical yesterday. ^
Considering the character of his wound,

Mr. Powell rested very well through the
remaining boura of the night after being
taken uotni.
AtUo'cloek yesterday morning the In¬

jured member was amputated bv Dr. Hugh
M. lavlor. Dr. Hunter Mct'tuire, the
family physician, was present, but was too
much indisposed to peri«Tin tho operation.
and it was at his request that Dr. Taylor
acni.

? lure were grave fears that Mr. Powell
wouM be unable to stami the amputation,
out, although he did not bear it bo well a«
ins physicians anticipated, his condition
afterwards by no means precluded hope.
At the time of the operation ho was Badet
the influence of opiates and remali.ed pir-
tially so during the dnv. but retained cun-
scioiisnese and was perfectly aware of hie
condition. Later in the afternoon, though
»pronounced a very ill man hv the doctors,
his life was not despaired of."

ILL, G.?? MAT BKCfAFR.
A short while before midnight Dr. Tay¬

lor, who was seen at his office on Fifth
street by a Dipi ati.h reporter, said that
whdo hi» patient was in a precarious con¬
dition the symptoms were «lightly more n-

couraging than earlier in the day. He said
he did not think Mr. Powell was hurt in¬
ternally.

Mr. Powell is principal of the Kichmond
Seminary, which is located at No. :i east
(»race street, and resides at this institu¬
tion. ?«, ,. wt,n known in this citv an«l
held in tho highost esteem by all with
whom he is acquainted. Scores of people
lutiuired at hi.-i residence yesterday con¬
cerning his condition, and such was the
anxiety of his friends that several rumors
of In« .¡f»ath arose.
Mr. Powell is a man of slight frame and

rather below tho medium height. For
theso reasons many of his friends are ex-

nigh-apprehensive lest he shall be
