Ellzabeth Freeman, an sttondant In
charge of the ward In which Mra Kearns ls
confined, testified as follows: 1 have boen at
tho asylim about seven yoars; have never soen
anything about Mrs. Kearns to make me think
aho wos lusane, An nssistant physiclan st the
nsylom consulted me as to whether Mrs. Kearns
whs enpable to tnke charge of a pationt at this
{nstitution na s private attendant, as the Superin-
tendont did not wish to dlscharge her.  For roa-
pols No nnswer was given this question, but on
oroes-oxamination the witness sald the appolnt-
ment was not made. She also said that the in-
quiry was as to her moral qualifications and not
&8 to sanity.

WER UNIFORM CONDUOT.

Miss Sallle MeNnlr, nlso an attendant in the
ward o which Mrs. Kearns 18 Jocated, stated
that she did not think she was insane; hor con-
daitlon is always the same. Bho hng been at the
anylum iwo years. She never exbiblted auy
strange ldeas, fancios, ori ontimonts; had evory
opportunity of vbserving her closely and uever
ssw anything to impress me that Ao was cTazy.

NO RIGNA OF INSANITY.

Miss Lizzle MceNalr, an attendant, testifiod that
she had been connected with tho nsylum for six
"un and had been with Mre. Koarns sinee last

obruary and have observed no signs of luaanity
in her; never saw her angry but once ; heard her
express o desiro 10 be freo, whon she sald sho
would try to make au houornble living.

NOT DETAINED FOR INSANITY.

Dr. John Clopton, who up (0 & Yoar fago was
first asslatant physician at the asylom, stated
that he was aoting superintondent at the time
the party in question was recoived, and that no

pemm oxplaluing her caso were delivered at

o institution apon her arrival. The witness
stated that the cause of her being detained here
wis not necoasarily insanity.
