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A Mnnmoipal Code

Richmond has beon ineorporated asn city
more than a Lundred years, and her pro-
gress during all that time has been stoady,
Every year wo bave incressed in wealth
and populstion, and we now bave the
right to claim something like metropolitan
greatness,

Our ordinances, however, ara not all
suited to our present condition, though
within o few years past’ many improve-
ments havo been made in them. It is now
po longer pormissible for cows and goats
to go ot large in the strecfs, and soon o

aw will go into force which will prohibit
the keeping of hogs within the corporate
limita,

But other ohanges are seen to be needod,
und the City Couneil will soon consider
the proprioty of revising and codifying the
ordinances, so that nocessary reflorms may
be introduced—so that! obsolste laws may
be ropealed and incongraous and conflict.
ing ones barmonized.

It is much the same work, but on o
gmaller scale, that the revisers of the Cude
did for the State of Virginia. Before 1887
no man could say (with positive assurance
that he was right) what was the law of this
Commonwealth with respect to s number
of important subjects.

The revisers patiently plodded throngh
the Code of 1873 and the Acts, and struck,
ont what was nnnecessary, cleared up what
was obsoure, conformed the statutes to ri-
cent decisions of the highest courts, and
made the law barmonious, compaet, and
sntelligible, They performed a great work
for Virginin. Few States have codes the
equals of ours. It is a blessing to the
bench, to the bar, and to the people, and
is well worth the money it coet.

Richmond should have a municipal Codo
after this fasbion—and it onght to be
printed in a form which will allow it to be
gold cheaply. so that it may rench thousanis
of prople. Such laws as puss the seruting
of the reviser, the committees, the City
Ocuncil, and the Mayor may be consid.
ered mecessary and proper sud should be
enforced.

Thero are many ordinances now in exist-
ence that are not observeld. If they are
useless or improper they shonld be repeal-
ed, otherwise thoy ghould be firmly exe-
cuted. One of thess, to which we have
reforred from time to time, relates to fust
driving, and wus enacted in the interest
of publie safety. On country roads one
may speed his horse without danger to
life: but he cannot do so inn crowded city,
and beneo the regulations on thi subject.
No ocoasion can arise which will justify
the imperilling of human life for the sake
of spesd, The Fire Department has no
puch right. ‘The strect-car companies have
pone, The hack- and wagon-drivers have
pone. 'The owners und drivers of fast
lLiorsea hiave none.

The first consideration should be the
eafoty of the people on the streots, and
particularly should the publie cross
ings be sacrod to persons who, in the pur-
suit of business or pleasure, sock to cross
from one sidewalk to aunother, If our
ordinances on this subject are not strin.
gent enough they should be amended, aud
hoavy fines, and imprisonment, too, should
be visited upon each person who rocklessly
chnses 8 predestrian off & crossing.

There nro many other eity laws to
which public sttention should be drawn,
and which, if not already clesr and om.
phatic, should be put inshape easy to be
understood. This done they should ba
enforeced, although to do it may for a

time make the officers of the law unpojiu.

lar.
Our people are proverbially obedient to
Iaw, though they growl a good desl at
times, but this is usnally 8 barmless ex-
plosion of wrath, born of a desire not to
be disturbed in old ways.

In the promised muuicipal code wo see
great possibilities for good. It will put us
on s metropolitun plane and detach us
from customs that esme to us from the
time whon every householder here had his
vegetable parden aud his cows and hogs,
and whon ke barnessed his horses to his
wagon or carriage and ex peotod pedestriaus
to * clear the track ™ for him.

Senator Call's Re-Election.

Hiates senators must be elected in ncer-
tain way. The first day the two housos
+f the Siate Legislature vote separately,
snd if any person receives s majority of
the votes cast in each honse he shall be
United States senator, and shall be de-
plared clected (on’ the next day). If no
porson is thus elected the two Louses meet
tho next day in joiot sssembly and yote
again, and “the person who receivesa
majority of all the votes of the joint ns
sombly, n mejority of all the members
elected to both houses being present and
voting, shall ba declared duly elected.”

On the first day, n person cannot be elected
unless he receives a majority of all the
votes in each house, Afterwards he may
be olpoted if he roceives the votes of a
majority of the membera elected to hoth
houses, Hereis o distinction with s dif-
ferencs. Mr. Qarn did not receive ama-
jority of the votes of all the members
elected to each house, but did recsive a
majority of the votes of all the members
slacted to both houses.

Bureau states that tho total number of in-
gano persons treated in both public and
private institutions inthe United Btatos
daring the vear 1880 was 97,685, while
during the year 18581 thers were 56,205
trented, showmg an inerease in the nine
yoars of 41,830, or 73,53 per cont. This per-
centago of inerease, when compared with
the percentage of increase of population in
the last decade—namely, 24.86—" does
not indieate an tnerease in the proportion
of insane persons to population, but rather
agroat inerease in the amount of asylum
socommodation provided and s willingness
on the part of the publie to make full use
of all the facilities thgs provided.”

duplicate reports of caseghas been com-
pleted.
