In recognition
ervices ho was oreated a Knight Comn-
nder of the Hath (civll) by the Rueen, and
in 1884 ho recelved the grand oross of the
same order. He remained Prime Minister
until 1873, when his Government resigued
on the Canadian Paciflo charges. Alsxander
Mackenzie nocepted the office, snd for nearly
five yoara Bir John was the loader of
the opposition. In September, 1878, the Liberal
party was defeated at the polls on the cry of pro-
toction to the native Industries, and Sir John
agaln becamo Premier, and has remaied at the
head of affairs in Canada ever sincs. He achleved
a doclded victory nt the polls at the recent elec-
tlon on the fssue of restricted commercial reln-
tions with the United Btates as ngainst the pian
of unrestricied reclp: »ity advoonsted by the
Liberale, It Is cnrrently belleved that the Con-
servative victory was due absolutely to his astute
and experienced manmvering. His desth, thare-
fore, might menn a very serfous changs (o the
political balance of power in the Domiolon.

AID OF CIVIL AUTHORITTRS,

The regiment has, sinee ita organization
(November 25, 1871,) done ccnsiderable
gervice in the aid of the civil authorities.
The most notable occasions were in assst-
ing in preventing the escape of the con-
victs, numbering about 1,000, eonfined in
the Btate penitentiary, which is located
within the eorporate limits of the eity ead
abont one mile from the Armory.

The first occasion was the earthquake of
August #1, 1888, On that oceasion the
regiment assesmbled at its Armory on a eall
from polios-haadquarters., The call was
given at 10 P. M, and the first compuny
was reported to the superintendent of the
penitentiary within thirty minutes there-
after and the remmnder of the regiment
within one hour. The earthquake re.

The regi-
ment was again ealled to the penitentiary
in Jannary, 1857, on the occasion of a fire
which destroyed a lares portion of the
shops connected with this institution,
The call was mado at 5 A, M. The first
eompany reported with thirty-six men and
twn officers within thirtyflve minutes
after the ecall and the entire regiment
within an hour and a quarter thereaftor,
