Amongst the truest oftho true blueDem¬

ocrats are those (if tho Eastern Shore of
Virginia.
Their devotion to tho party has saved it

from defeat in many close contests, and

When such a plan ia framed aud pulilished
the tux-payers will leOOgtttM uud approve
it at unco, und will be argent for its udop.
tion ; but uothiug else will receive their
attention.
This we tako to bo tho purport of the

Accuniac resolutions on Ibis subject. This
we f'-el sure is the almost unanimous sen.»
timent in this State, and now that tho
bondholders are beginning to realizo the
fact there is good reason for hoping that
a settlement Is not so very far oil in the
future.
The oyntnr interest Is a very great ono on

the Kantern Shore, and there sooins to be
somo alarm felt by the peoplo of that «co¬

tton lest the General Assembly of Virgiuia
should tako action this winter by winch
the BJOaBaaasofJ of tho oyster-be 1» will be
passed into tho hands of monopolies to
tho great injury of citizens generally. We
think there need be no fear on this score.

Monopolistic measures will not have many
friends in the next General Assembly. Any
project tainted with such a atJUSpsOsOSl will
bo "jumped on'* and killed at once; but
we shall not be surprisod to see an effort
nado to put the oyster industry upon a
better footing, and wo behevu that tho
sol« and honest aim of the grout majority
of the motulHTS will bo to give protection
to producers ami at tho same time enable
the State to realize from her propertv in
theoveter-waters a revenue properly corre¬

sponding with its value.
It Is extremely unlikely that any very

radical in, a-.'ir. » will be adopted, or that
there will be any wide departure from the
traditional policy of the State. We do not
blume the Democrats of Accomac for taking
a decided position on this quostion, as
ailonoe might bo misconstrued, but we can¬
not believe that there is any serious pur¬
pose " in bi-haif of monopoly to iuterfere
with and tako from tho people this great
privilege and confer it upon certain indi¬
viduals." It is true that propositions,
which are «aid to have tieeu made to the
Oovernor by men of probity and moans, go
to show that the oyster-beds of the Com¬
monwealth are of greater value than has
been supposed hitherto, and this may in¬
cline tho two houses to seek to obtain for
our Treasury a largor revenue than accrue»«

at present, but we cannot think that any
but conservative counsels will prevail.
Monopolies will not bo encouraged. Tho
people of the ovster districts will not be
oppressed. No considerable number of
mcmlwrs will !*> found willing *to dis-
P-1-j....M the honest yeomanry of Eastern
Virginia of their hertditary rights and
privileges.

All this wo believe we can promise for a
Democratic Legislature.
Now, as to what legislation Is needful to

protect our oyster-rocks from spoliation,
our «astern friends, who understand tho
subject thoroughly, wdl have to inform the
General Ansembly but there seems to be
no Háíreva>.i¡t yet reached between the
tongers und planters. Their Interests con¬
flict. Tlio tongers aro of tho opinion
that the planter* tako up for plant¬
ing-ground "natural rook" that
should be free to them. I'p-, n the other
band the plantors complain of tho depre¬
dations upon their plant-beds by tongers.
60 the quarrel ,»<«».» lu all probability no
surcease will ever be obtained from these
contentions until «II the oyster-grounds,
or «raten rather, are mapped off and staked
out
To all of these questions a Démocratie

Laglslatnro will give doe heed. Ii the
facts aro properly pieced before it, it will
do justice as evenly as is possible; but it
will neoeasanly bave to rely opon the Tide-
water members ¿or much of the informa-
