As the elections are now over and the
time for the meoting of Congross is near at
band we can think of no more practical
subiect upon which to write than the pos-
tal reforms which the Drspazen has for
years been pressing upon the considera-
tion of that body, A dozen yeara consti-
tute only n short time in the history of 8
nation, and frequontly only a short fime
1n tho history of a reform.

We have for several years advocated the
extension of the free-delivery systom to
all towns having mail matier enough to
oecupy in its delivery all the avnilable
time of one carrier.

It will rusa the
entire community to s higher plane We
expect this reform scon to borome d part
of thedaw of theland, seeing that wo have
onlistod in ats behalf the Postma iter-(ien-
ernl, nnd, we suppose we mightfaay, all his
assistants, [t is a reform which carries its
recominendation apon its own face and
commends itself to the approbation of
every man who constders 1s clarms to be
one of the greatest of postal refors,

There urs soveral other postal reforms
which demand the attention of Congress,
but which can bardly be rated as eyual to
the one of which e have just sposet. [
is such o change in the postal laws 45 will
allow the Post-Offics Dopartment itvelf to
muke new regulations caleulated to 1m-
prove the postal serviee, Many little re-
forms would be thonght of Ly the public
a5 well 1 by che post-ofice officials if the
department were permitted to carry thein
intopractical effoct withonta gpecial law to
that effvct, Why should there ba any hesi-
tation in adopting s regulation which would
permit evorybody to pasto n uewapaper
vlipping upon s postal-card and then sonil
the postal-card through the wails? A mil
lion postal.cards thus waed would paes
through the mails the first year after the
adoption of sueh n regulapion Asitis, o
person must either gend the nowspaper
welt or else write o letter in order to sond
through the mails a little paragraph which
he desires distant or absent friends to seo.
There are thonsands of such paragraphs
wppearing daily in the pewspapoers. Their
uature or importanee does not demand
their transwission in o letter, but would
lond thousands of persons to transmit
them in the manmer in which we propose
they shall be tronsmitted.

A kindred reform would be a reguiation
allowing persons to write upon the margin
of & newspaper, provided they pay letter
postage upon 1t--say 3 cents. This wonid
puy both letter and newspaper postage,
People do not write apon the margins of
pewspapers in order to save 1 ocent of
postage, but for convenienee's sake, and,
for the reason that the newspaper pars-
graph is not of a nature to jnatify the
writing of a lotter, The onse is cimilar to
that of pasting little paragraphs upon
postalenrds.  The public would be greatly
pocommodated by these apparently unin-
portaut reforms,  We shall consider other
reforms in due time,

Councilmen and Legislators.

“ members of common couneils shall hold
no other ofcs in cities,”  Tho using of the
word “other” clearly proves that mem-
