Mosrrey Juxorion, November 8, 1801,
To the Editor of the Dispaten:

It is not with any intention in any way
to speak wrong of the Farmvilleand Pow-
haten railroad, but 1 think it is for the
public good that they shonld know by
whese mistake the recent wreck oo that
road oceurred.

As & mun who has been with the compa-
ny for sgme time in a plece of grest re-
sponsibility and in a position where if
anytniaf happened I could not fail to
know of it, I judga that if any one could
1 would be the one to mske plain the
primary cause of the wreck. What 1 here
state will be vouched for by any or all of
the company’s men.

CAUME OF THE WRECK.

On the morning of the wreck mentioned
Conduetor Gilliam was called on duiy at
half-past 4 o'clock, us it is railroad rule tor
these men to report half an hour before
the leaving time of their trains, When
the wreck vecurred it was about 8 o'clock
P. M. Counting from 4 o'clock A. M. until
8 o’clook P, M. makes sixteen hours Gil-
liam was on duty at one time.

Pinkleton, engineor, and the conductor
on the extra bad not s‘]ept at all the night
before the wreok occurred, and s flag-
man could not have slept any, There are
positive proofs jthat Grigg, the telegraph-
OpPHTALOT Bt Powhatan Courthouse, was up
uniil 1 o’clock the sams mght. Counting
18 time from the time he went on duty at
7 o'elock A, M, be was at lus post eighteen
hours.

OVERWORIK. :

Now, eondensing the above, I find Gil-
ham, conductor of passenger train, six-
teen bours on duty; Pinkleton, engineer
of extra, twenty-four hours on duty ; flag-
man of extra, twenty-four hours on duaty ;
Grigg, telegraph operator at Powhstan
Courthouse, seventeen hours on duty.
Thus we soe that the purties concerned in
the wreck wers men overworked and
strained to the uttermost. In respousible
pluces like the aboye on most roads men
wre nover kept on_duty more than twelve
hours, Why the Farmville and Powhatan
should take it upon themselves to over-
work their wen sod thus endanger public
sufety remains to be explained It is not
only st the time mentioned that the Farm-
ville and Powhatan employes are over-
worked, but it has constantly been the
oase ever sinoe I have beon with the road,
