DISASTROUS FIRES.

LOUISVILLE VISITED BY TWO TERRI-
BLY FATAL CONFLAGRATIONS.

Four Firemen Killed by Falling Walle—
Five Giris Burnod to Death—Many
People Injared.

[By talograph to the Dispateh.)

Lovmviie, Desamber 0, —While the fire-
men were raking away the ruins of the H.
Boone Paper Company building at 4:30
o’clock this morning there came the sound
of o terrifie explosion in the building east
of thers, This was the Bamberger-Strong
building, four stories high, On the instant
flames broke from every floor and shot out
of the roof. The fira must bave beon
smonldering for several hours in the cel-
lar and when esch of the fonr stories had
become filled with heated air and smoke
an explosion followed and thé building
wis & masa of flames.

FOUR FIREMEN KILLED.

Hefors the fire could be extingmshed the
wholesale shoe-lionse of Bamberger, Strong
& Co., and the establishments of Hliss,
Wilson & Co., furnishing goods and no.
tions; Weller, Wolfolk & Payne, boots and
shoea, and Jolian Boke, hats, had been con-
sumed, The losses and jpsurance were as
follows : Bamberger, Strong & Co., $125.-
000 ; insurauce, ®100,000. Bliss, Wilson &
Co,, $50,000; insurance, $40,000, Weller,
Wolfolk & Payne, 875,000; insurance on-
known, Joban Boke & Bous, £i0,000: in-
suranes, ®35,000, Four firemen were killed
by talling walls.

FIVE GIRLS LOSE THEIR LIVES.
At 8o'clock another fatsl fire was raging
in F. A. Menn & Co.'s wholesale candy
und tanoy grocery.house, & square above
the Boone Paper Corupany's building. The
origin of the fire is a mystery. Forty girls
were at work wrapping candy on the
fourth floor and ail were not able to
esenpe, ‘The fire was out at 11 o'eclock and
the work of taking out bodies began, ' The
bodies of five girls have alrendy been
taken out. The fire cut off esoape by the
stairway leading to the fourth floor, where
the girls wore st work. Many jumped
from the windows to & second-story pro-
jeetion apd eseaped with broken limbs
aud burped bodies. Tue others got out
unhuost.
FIREMEN HURIGUSLY INJUKED,

While Fire-Chicf Hughes and Henry A
Weatherford, bis assistunt, were driving to
another nlirm their buggy was run into
and orushed Ly the salvage.corps truck
and Hughes suffered a concnssion of the
skall. Weathorford was badly shaken up,
but was able to go to the fire. Going to
tho fire No. 13 engine ran  into the
pavement st Tweltth and Broadway,
throwing off Eugineer Jim  Nuottal,
hurting his back and probably erippling
bun for life, Pat. 8hea, hool-and.ladder
man, had & hand cearly cat off by broken
glass,

The fire 1n Menn's eandy-works iz sup-
posed to have boou eansed by an explosion
of the candy furnace.
