sota. A large part of the wheat of North
Pakota is yet unthreshed, and in those
gountios where the greatest distress was
Isst year the crop is the largest. Hun-
freds of thousands of bushels of grain are
lying under the snow from the lack of
hands to do the barvesting. Thelocal banks
are full of money and the Minneapolis
business-men who were here at the time of
the mesting of the Republiean National
Committos told me that cords of money
were coming from the Northwest to them
for investment and that the probubility was
that a great amount of monoy would be
sent East to be loaned. Mr. Brackett, one
of tho biggest operators of Minneapolis,
pays that abomt $400,000,000  have
been gotten out of the ground of the two
Dakotas and Minnesota this yesr and tho
farmers of these States are paying off their
mortgngea and are lookiug about for good

loaus.

One of the bigeest farmers of the United
Btates and the man who econtrols perhaps
as large an amount of cultivated land ns
any man in the United Btates Bonate is
Benator Casey, of North Dakota, The
Carrington and Casey Land Company hins
& large number of square miles of Dakota
land and it has 5,000 acres under enltiva-
tion. Benator Casey is the business mana-
ger of this tract, and he is one of the
broadest-minded farmers in the country.
He looks, however, more like n svientific
Weralewe than a farmer, and he is one of
the best business-men and one of the most
cultivatad gontlemen of the Senate, Huo is
a man of broad ideas, high culture, and he
has made a considerable study of all ues.
tions relating to the agricultural internsts
of the conntrv, He comes from the region
of large farme, and when I gsked b to.
day to tell me something of the biggest
farms i1 the United States he raphed:

THE DIGGEST PARMS,

41 mupposs the biggest farm in the
TUnited States is the Dairymple farm, which
iz located in the Red-River Valley, and
which belongs to Oliver Dalrymple, This
farm contaivs 50,000 seres of the richest
of Dakotna lands, It is woll farmad and its
output 1s very large. The finest farm in
the United States is the Grandin farm,
which belongs to E. B, & J, L. Grandin,
who eame from Tidiout, Penn,, éome years
ago and bought a lnrge track of Dokota
Iand, This furm i« in the Red-River Valley
sbout twenty-five miles north of Fargo. 1t
hies from 10,000 1o 15,000 acres under cul-
tivation, and it has made a profit of 8450,
000 during the past ten years, The lands
somposing itare now worth from thrty-ive
o fitty dollars per acre, and Mr. Grandin
has other furms near this. Heisoneof the
best turmers in the conntry, and bas #s sn-
perintendent Mr. A, W Dulrymple, n
nephow of Oliver Dalrymple, who owns the
big tarm.  In addition to these furms there
are in North Dakota a great number of
farms ranging from one thousand to six
thousand nores, We have five thonsand
acres in one place, and we keep four thou.
sand neres of this nnder oultivation.”

“How con you mansge such a large
farm, Senstor > said L.

“The big Dakota farms are run on_bust-
nesa principles,” rephed Benator Casey.
“ Everything 18 systematically arranged
and we know just exactly what evervthing
eosts and what evervthing is worth to us,
A farin like ours, tor instanoe, hasits book-
keeper, its oyerseer, nud its cmplovees,
We have reports every day from the farm,
ghowing just what has been done donng
the day, and what each man, each Lorse,
and each machine has done.  We estunate
the wear and tear of every machine in pro-
portion to the amount of work it does,
and we credit it with all its repars, and
kvow its life and value. We kosow just
what each acre of wheat costs us, an!l “the
profits arising from it and we cun teil to a
eent just how mueh of ananterest! we are
gettmg on the capital wo have invested.
All farming of this kind is done on o large
soale. We huvo, for instance, twenty har-
vosters, and we can harvest thres hundred
and twenty scres of wheat a day. In put.
ting in the wheat we drill jo sbout two
bundred sud fitty acres a day, and our ma-
chines are all worked under the direction
of & foreman, so that neither time nor Ia.
bor is lost, In threshing we can thresh
from twelve bhundred to two thousand
bushels of wheat a day with one maching,
snid the grain runs from the threshing ma-
chines into wagons, and these are dumpod
into the pit of our grain-clevator and are
carried by an endless chain of buckets to
the rooms in which we wish it to be
stored.”

the United States, The Btate Board of
Agrieulture for Ohio lnu:l{ investigated
the mstter and found that it cost 20 an
acre to raise wheat 1n that Btate and the
Heoretary of the Hoard of Trade of Tole-
do made a similar investigation and
found it cost $20 per sere to ruise wheat
in Southern Michigan. Wo find that it
costs us about 6 per acre for all tbe
wheat we raise in North Dakota and you
cannot get the farmers to raise wheat in
Ohio until you pay them a price that will
net thew o good mrvenufn over the §20
that it costs to raise it. look for the
time when wheat will be #1.50 a bushel
and even at this rate it will bardly pay to
raise it 1u some parts of the Union.”
