Monopolies and Trusts.
"Tbe anti-monopoly hill" now under

consideration in iho Houbo of Delegate« is

hopelessly Impraotieal,
W« V.now that it is general in its «copo

and that it is intended to remedy what is
rightly regarded as a treat «-vil, but it is

specially applicalile to tho American To¬
bacco Company, and it derives much of
ita support fr« in those who would like to
e«e more competition in tho leaf tebeseö
markets of Virginia, but we foci f«uro thut
it will do more harm than good.

If passai and contested, it» life will pro¬
bably be about a» long as was that of the
act which rc'iuircd all meats liiteherod
more than one hundred m lea from the
place where they were offered for sale lo
be inspected by State inspectors, who were

allowed to charle enormous fees, That
measure, like ths, had its origin in n so-

callod "popular demand," but a "popular
demand" cannot make constitutional what
ia uneonstilutional or )>racticul what is
impractical.

If this bill is passed and tho American
Tobacco Company chooses to go into the
State or Federal courts it mav have
.t declared null and void. But if it
should not care to resort to thut course

it could and probably would remove it«

plants from here lo another citv and
State, and then we Bhould lose a treat in¬
dustry and much capital, and have in their
stead only an empty-sounding and value.
less statute.

If the company cannot do business hero
as satisfactorily as elsewhere it can go
elsewhere. All the world is open to it and
there are cities and towns by the dozen
which will gladly welcome it and gire it,
besides, all the grounds and buildings
that it needs fot its purpose«.
