Mr. F. W. Brown, prosecuting attor-

morrow morning.

As Mi«s »Schopprrt started to
run away Smootz told her if site
ran he would shoot her, but she did not
h« d him. She rushed for assistance
and gttve the alarm. In m montent a

colored man came to th·· rescue uf tbe
yonng lady whom ??-???? whs still hold¬
ing, although ubo M niggled frantically
to release herself. With a wave of the
revolver he compelled the colored man
to remain at a distane«», l'ntting Ins

LUXURIOUS HOMES OF THE DEAD.

There I· No Fairer Cemetery la th· World
The« Montevideo.

(Montevideo Letter to Pittsburg Dispatch.l
One of the eights of Montevideo which

the traveller m net not miss is the " Ceme¬
terio Central," or liriacipal cemetery,
situated a long way from the city's busy
rentre, nesr its south beach, within
sound of the mtirrauriug sea. Though
it» natural beauties are not so groat in

those of Greenwood, ML Auburn.
Spring (»rove, and many other cities
of tbe »lead in tLe United States,
and though a few tombe in each of
the lettor may tonal any of
these in point of elegance, yet, taken us

a whole, there is nowhere in North
America such «n «ggregate display of
wealth in any one buri il-ground.such
luxurious interment of duet to »lust as

her«·. This is by all odda th»· finest in
South America. It has s monumental
entrance and a very costly and elaborate
chapel, which »done reprt ß nt th«« ex¬

penditure of $1,000,000. The chapel
has an ornsnacnUd dome, floors and
rannt walle of the purest marble, a beau-
tifnl alabaster altar, candelabra snd orna¬

nt« erta of gold and silver, and a basement
of »··pial elegance, wherein some of tho
more illustrious dead.«neh as bishops
anil presidents.are interred.
The cemetery ie divided into three

«netiOBO and surrounded by walls 25 feet
high, being a continuous aeries of vaults,
one iiliove another, each vault having an

opening just large enough to let in a

casket. Each of the innumerable little
niches is fronted by a marble tablet
biaring in lettere of black or

gold the names ,_of tlioue whose
mortal remains were deposited in¬
side. So precisely alike are all
of them, save t'ho »light differ¬
ence in lettering, that if it be true
eiiook* walk abroad at "the witching
hour when graveyards yawn," it must
Ik» as perplexing for each to funi hie
especial niche again as for the occupants
of those eiitllest« row» of red brick
bonsai with marble steps, »like as so

many laae in a pod, that characterize
certain ïtreets in Philadelphia and New
York, to distinguish their own doors
when coining lato from club or caucus

in the befuddled condition that some¬

time» confutes «hoe-buttonors with latch-
k»ys.
To reach the upper cells coflins are

wound up by mean» of a portable etep-
ladilcr ami cletator combined.a creak¬
ing appari-.tiis that swings and jolts and
hump.-» the cadaver about in a ehuckiug
niiiiuicr, while Ibi B0Ì1 tlBIOiO skip up
the ladder to receive it and »hove it into
the narrow receptacle. The whole sur¬

face of th,· wail·» ? garlanded with
iresh ¡lowers and hung with wreath» of
immortelles and décorations mude of
black and white beads ami Ioni; stream¬
ers of ribbon, all » I which show to the
Deal n lv.intige ngainetthe «white marble
facing.

Bat, alas ! As everywhere else in
Spanish-American, the vaults are not
owned absolutely by families, but are

rented /or a term of y»ar», or for as

long a time a» tho ftienda continuo to

pay a stipulated amount per annum ; so

tli.it the helpless dead are not suro of a
" long home," how··ver much du.pl »y »>f
wealth may be matle at thetimeof inter-
meuL In case the family move away or

die without having left provision iu
t'n'ir will» concerning the grave fur nil
tun· t¦> come, or troni failurtt to pay tho
ri ut from any cause, tho remains tire

evi· te.i und dropped into the common

pit and the vault rented to other comers.
Iho ground-floor, so to speak, ot t tie

vast cemetery s fully oecupi»'d with
private or family vaults (owned, not
rentad), all of thorn very costly and
elaborate, crow led doso together, with
nurrow, well-paved streets between,
¡auch an array of epieulid monu¬

ments and exquisite works of art,
done by the sculptors of Home
and Milan, may perhaps be equalled in
.-.omo l.uropean cemeteries, but certain¬
ly nowhere else in the western world.
Tbi vaults are all built up from tbo
gxonntt, of marble, or alabaster, bako-
ovan shapes OX XB tbe form of temples,
and most of them havo plate-glass doors
back of the gilded gates of open
wrought-irou, plainly showing tho in-
BXfiex. The inner walls are covered
with picture», and other adornment*,
profusely deeotnted with flowers in cost¬

ly vases, nnd everywhere are crucifixes
and burning candles.

Germen Emperor:

i was walking the other day in the
"Grunewald" at Cbarlottenburg when
vjtauddenly began to rain. The amali
pine tree» afforded poor ebelter, and I
had already resigned myself to getting
wet through when I noticed a small
shed. I entered and lighted a pipo.

" Gh, no ! " He laughed and seemed

amused.
"Well, it is wonderful how the Ger¬

mans squire languages ! " I exclsimed.
" Tbero ia such a difference between

our schools and yours."
" Yes, there is. You mean to say we

don't learn anything and you learn
everything. But 1 prefer our schools,
nevertheless."

" Msy 1 ask why ? "

"Because we educate the character in
our public schools and you don't. Two
little nephews of mine are in a German
school, a 'gymnasium,' as you call iL
Poor little beggars.they are kopt Use
slaves."
"Gh, not quite," he remonstrated.
" Well, it's not far off. The object of

the German schools seems to be to keep
the boys in depend«'nce, wbilo we try to
make them independenb "*

The young forester kept silent After
a while he said : " There is going to be
a change."
Did he mean » chango in the weather ?

I looked up to the sky ond said : " Ye?,
I hope the aun is coming out."
Ho smiled. " I bope so, too. But I

just thought of a change in our school
system.''
"Yon mean on account of that young

Some writer says every
child is born with two horns, and ho
must wear ? hem off before he becomes
reasonable."

In spite of that
he is a wonderful man. Don't you think
80 ? '

" I do not know."
"Just uu.tgine what he bastione.

When ?« ???? tt» the throne ho was a

devoted follower of Bismarck until he
saw that Bismarck was nothing but an

old tyrant. A.id then he sent him home
and tried to introtluce reforms.reform*
iu every brauch of public life. He in¬
troduced reforms in the schools, in the

army, in social legislature-
.'Aud therefore they call him un¬

steady ! "
" fSo he is. He wants to do too much

all at once. He thinks be knows every¬
thing better than any ono else-"
"Uh, no, be does not think eo ! "
" At least people say-"
" 1 am afraid people say a good deal.

I think the Enipcror would be glad if
they left him alone."

" But that is only possible if he re¬

signs.''
" Resigns ? " asked the young man, as

if the very idea horrified him.
" Every'statesman is naturally subject

to criticism. And he must get us. d to
that, too. I should advise the Emperor
to read Knglish papers as much as possi¬
ble."

The young fellow laughed. "You

" if bo can't at present, be will by-and-
by. 1 have no doubt he will turn out u

great man.he has a senso of duty to
lioti aud men ; he has energy, and if he
only acquires a little modesty he ia sure

to succeed. That is to say.

The voting man looked at me atten¬
tively :'" Well ? "

".If his health does not prevent
him ! "

My companion suddenly rose. " Thank
you," he said, -'for your kind opinion.
*With God'a help I will do tho best for
my people. 1 am the German Emperor
myself." He took my hand and gave it
a hearty ahako. " if you happen to
»peak with your countrymen al»out mo
tell thom I liketheiratraightforwardness,
Leben Sio wohl."
He put his gun on his back and

walked off. When I recovered from my
astonishment I saw him Walking on the
road upright as a pine tree.
That was the German Emperor ! That

simple, unaffected fellow ! (iod ble·»»
him ! No one shall iu future talk badly
of him in my presence.

ATF...The session of the Senate to-day
lasted lor only an hour and three quar¬
ters, and might not have lasted half
that time but for tbe fact that Mr.
Dolph took the floor to read on argu¬
ment which he had prepared in favor
of a bill for the reclamation of arid
lands. It woe a pretty long apeech,
nud he read it to the end, except that
he omitted the reading ol various long
extracts, content to have them printed
in the Record. In lac», ho prefaced
his speech with the remark that he
only made it now because there was no

other subject Indoro the Senate and be¬
cause his object was rather to have it
read than heard.
The only senator who oven made a

pretence of listening to it was Mr. Pad¬
dock, who occasionally interposed a re¬

mark and who was for a good parto! the
timo occupied in the delivery of the
speech the only Hepnbliean senator pre¬
sent beside« Mr. Dolph himself. On the
Deniocrstio side there were abont a

«lozen senators in their seats, either chat¬
ting, reading newspapers, or attending
to their correspondence. Mr. Sherman
was in his seat for the first half hour of
th.· H«'saion, and Mr. Allison made his

Bppseraaee in the chamber for a minute
or two. Neither of tnem seemed to be
in tho least excited or worried by the
