been supplied with at least one freo de¬
livery office. lint the House of Represen,
tatives went further. Its amendment pro.
Tided tlul m. additional facili if» for free
delivery sbonld be furnished tiuttl the re¬

sult just mentioned bad been accomplish·
ed- tbat ih to say. congressional districts
already possessing free-delivery offeree
¦hell have no paute, of such offices ami shall
not have the facilities at those offl I « in¬

creased until all of the congressional dis.
tricts entitled to tree delivery |shall hare
been supplied with freo-delivery offices or

.t lca«t one free-delivery office. We ha#o
emphasized the words "offices" and
" facilitiea" to call attention to the pecu¬
liarities of this new lee'.slation. which. by
the way, may never got through the Ken-
ate.
