Jomesatead after the surrender of the
Pinkertons on July 6th, will be proseoutad
for aggravated assault and battery, high.
way robbery, larceny, pocket-prekiug, and
other erimes and misdemeunors,

The work of securing tha necessary evi-
dencn to conviet those engaged in the
assault on the Pinkertous and the robbery
ot the surrenderad moen has been going on
for some time, and it is now so far adyvaneed
that informations will be made in a fow
days and the implicsted persons will be
arrested. Among them are several women
who were particularly active and aggressive
during the time the Pinkertons ran the
gauntlet, and after it, in taking the pro-
perty of the men and hiding it. Assault
and battery and receiving stolen goods
will be the charges against the women,

The sssault on the men was generally
condemped by the leaders of the strikers,
and especially by the Amalgamated Asso.
eintion, and they bave aided In securning
evidence against the persons engaged in
the assault. There is no sympatby for
them either in the Amalgamated Associa-
tion or out of it, and at the time of the
assanlt theso cowards were reprimanded
by those who wore trying to securs a safe
exit for the Pinkertons, The Pinkerton
ageney will take part in these prosécutions,
and has sent out & lot of their men who
wore assanlted and from whom property
was stolen,

‘The attornay for the prosecution is pre-
paring informations in these cases, and ns
soon as they aro completed the warrants
will be issued.
