grt at quantitiee of gold on the ^nn Juan
liver appeared simultaneciusly wi:h tt le-
gramt from the Bruiteli conference tell¬
ing of the determination of Germany to
adhere to the gold standard of values.
If d should turn out that gold in great
abundance is to ho fouud in these new

fields, the participants in tho Inter¬
national Bimetallic Conference might fit
eoino future day lind themselves discusa-
mg tho problem of making gold equal
to silver iu value (16 to 1). There would
be nothing strange or unprecedented in
such a discovery of gold or such a result
of ite discovery. Thousands and tens
of thousands of people now living cau

recollect when silver became so much
more valuable than gold (Hi toi) that
Congress passed a law to provide for de¬
basing tho Bilver coins of this country
as a means of preventing their exporta¬
tion to foreign countries.

money for building all the-e monuments
was furnished by Kichmond. This city
did her part, but had much help from
other Virginia communities and from
other Statu-, As for BfUBUWaUi Jack-
son's statue, it was presented to Virginia
by English admirers of that hero, and
the General Assembly furnished tho
money for tho pedestal. All the other
Conf, lerato monuments here were, how-
evi r, built by popular subscriptions.

Never was a monument fund so

quietly accumulated as tho Howitzers'.
Tho fact is that their own members gave
tho bulk of it. This done, one of tho
old officers furnished the design from
which the sculptor made his model.
The sito choseu for tho monument is

a triangular city lot, hounded by (irovu
and 1'ark avenues and Harrison streot.
(irovo avenue separates it from the
Grove-Avenue Kaptist church.a hand¬
some now ¡structure with a tall tower,
w Inch is a landmark in that section of
the West. End.
For the benefit of old soldiers who

knew Kichmond during the war, but
who would scarcely recognize the West
End now, let us say that the Howitzer
Monument is two squares west of Mon¬
roe 1'ark ('· the old fair-grounds ") and
is on an avenue lying between Main and
Franklin streets ; an avenue that leads
into and in tho county of Henrico be¬
comes a part of the Crove road. It is in
a little slip where thrco streets meet
and iu a neighborhood quite thickly
built with elegant homes, and is only
two or three huudrod yards distant from
Kichmond College.

Let Virginie rejoice that she had such
young men as the Howitzers to spring to
her call in her hour of need, Let ua

drop ¦ tear for tnoso who died in tho
war, whether they tell at their guns or
were " picked oil " by the enemy in the
march, or died in Confederati· hospitals
from wounds or disease, or surrendered
to starvation and ill-treatment un tho
enemy's prison-pens. Nor let us forgot
those equally worthy one· who served
through all the conflict of arma, but
havo since rejoined their lost comrades
on the farther shore.

Yesterday w&a the anniversary of the
company and of the battle of Fredericks-
burg, and for that reason was very ap¬
propriately chosen ai the time for the
unveiling of the monument. It was a

day of chill and damp, but tho Howit¬
zers aud their fellow-soldiers of
llichuiond made a beautiful street pa¬
rade, after leaving the iheatre, where
the oration of the day was delivered, and
then they marched to the monument
and raised the veil from the bronz.·
figure with all due ceremony.

Mr. Lkioh Kouisson, the orator of tho
day, now of Washington, I). C.t made
an address which showed that the war of
1861-'6o was forced upon tbo houtb, and
that our position was morally and consti¬
tutionally correct. The day's exorcises
closed with a banquet which was dis¬
tinguished for "good choer," iu which
wo include tbo " wsx talks " of the veto-
ran·.
