Section 2, That it shall be the daty of the Sec-
peary of the Troasury 0 muke aud issue rules
pod regulstions for the enforcemeont of tho pro-
Bibitions of this art, which suall not hinder or
polay the sdmission of returning American citi-
ons or of allens coming only as visltors or for a
femporary sojoury in the United Hiates,
