He was then transferred to the
Senate to succeed Senator Davis, and was

n member of that bouy when he died.
Mr. Klnna was a West Virginian by birth

und iu lus truites. Never was thero a

fnOBBtSineSf more fond of his gun and his
hunting companions than was Mr. Kenna.
lie was emphatically a man of the people.
Nobody doubted his popularity; but he
was far above seeking popularity. The
«euator did not appear whero Mr. Kknxa
mixed with his fellow-citizens, but only
the man.
