NEDUCHADNEZZAN, RING OF DABYLON,

Prominent among the figures of ancient
history stands Nebuchadnezzar, King of
Babylon, Hia pame s found upon many
pages of the Old Testament apd his ca-
reer 18 closely linked with the history of
tha chosen people. It was he who invaded
the rauks of Judab, dragged them captive
ito his laad, and did muach to change and
mould thetr destiny. It was in his palace
that the vomthful Damel was reared and
trained; it was his dresm that Daniel was
called upon to futerpret, and 1t was his
deoree that sont the thres Hebrew bheroes
into the Bery furoace. It is interesting to
konow that in addition to the Bible ac-
connt of thia Kiug the monuments ot
Babylon also have moeh to tell, and the
testimony of these monuwments strictly

a8 the Babylonian kings did not worship
only one God, but were famed for the
muititude of their divinitica. Skepties
have said, "*Here ia a mistake. 'The
Hebrew writer, worshipping only one God,
could very naturally and pmperl{ apeak
of *his God,' but he made a big blunder
in representing s Babylontan king as downg
aservicefor* hisGod ' Arecentdiscovery,
howaver, lets in a ray of light and com.
pletely vindicates the Old-Testament state.
ment. It very trae that Babylonian kings
were generally worshippers ot many dei.
ties, but the {nseriptions show that
Nebuchadnezzar was an erceplion,  He was o
devotee of one spoctal divinity, Merodach ;
and in bis writings Nebuchadnezzar speaks
of Merodach as “his Lord.” “'the God
who created bim,” &e. His chief title is
* Worshipper ot Merodach.” He speaks
of Merodach as * the chlef of ths Gods,”
“the God of Gods"” &e¢. On one of the
monuments of Nebuchadnezzar ho says:
** Merodach, the great Lord, bas appointed
me to the empire of the world and has
confided to my care the far-spreading peo-
ple of the earth,” All of the inscriptions
of the King end with a prayer to Mero.
dach, his great Lord, Thus we see that
while the expresaion, "‘his God," would
bhave been incorrect in conmection with
any other Pabylonian king, yet in tne
ense of Nebuochadnezzar it was entirely
sccurate and appropriate,
