Atlanta has been using water-meters
sifics 1953, snd with grest ratisfaction,

Wa learn from ofieial reports that when
the moters ware put in nse tiere there
wers but 1,500 taps or water-rent payers
sud 7,000,600 gallons of water per day wera
peoded to supply them. The pressure
on the mains was pot suffloient to throw
water above the second floor of an ordi-
pary house, and during that penod the
Kimball Honse burnad down and $500,000
worth of property was destroyed.

When meters ware put on the eonaump-
tion of water f:11 from £,000,000 to 1,500,000
| gallons **and everybody had planty of
1' witer." ‘I'ne pressure in the mains at

onee inereasad to such an extent that ™ wa

vould throw six to eight streams of water
from the bydrants in the streets over the
top of the tallest buildings. And all the
time, let it be rememberel, every con.
gumer had plenty of water.”
‘The eity bad not enly plenty of water,
bnt 1t was now found possible to use
filters, **The water was then—in 1885—
muddy and often unfit for use. Wa putin
filters and made the water good. The
consumption Las increased until now we
hiave 4,533 taps using the water.”

Atlunta fonnd 1tself in the same extrem |-
ty that we are now in snd boldly met it
by the adoption of meters. What nre we
guing todo? Are we going to let most of
onr water ba wasted on low levels, while
the residents of high levels are in want ?

A wmeter for an averags family would
ccst 815, 11, as the Superintendent of the
Water-Works proposes, this wers bought
by the eity and hired to the comsumer at
10 par eent. oo the cost, the average fami-
ly would only pay n meter rental of §1.60
per aunum, and would after oaying this
be able to get & oousiderable raduction 1
his water-bill as compared with what he

A Good Currency.

The Atlanta (Ga.) clearing-house adopt-
ed on Friday Iast the following con-
servative resolution:

able national or State leglslation be emscced,
which will make anry 'uture issae of notes as
sale and good as the matlouai-bank netes are at
prosent.”

That resolution has exactly the same
meaning as if it had read as follows:

“ Heao!ved, That we ars opposed Lo the repesl
of the 10 per cent. tax ¢n $1ate-bank antes us-
less sultable nationnl or State legslation be en-
actad whicn will makes any faturs lssue of notas
as safe aud good as the natiosal-bauk notes are
st pressnt.”

If it is impossible to provide s loeal enr-
reney or State-bank ciroulation, which
will be us safe and good as the national-
bank notas. ars at pressnt, the Atlants
resoiutions above quoted may be sst down
a being 1 effect a declaration ageinst
sny such State-bank ecirenlsting notes as
thosa which in anta-bellum times were
erowdad into the channoels of commerce
and remained always at & disconnt. The
banks shen played the game of ** Heads [
win, tails you losa." Tus same banker
who charged yon a premium on Ohio
notes when vyou wern going from Virginia
into that State oharged yon alike pre-
wintn when you wera passing back from
Ohio into Virginia.

But is it impossible for the States to
provide o currency a3 good as that which
woe now have? Wae think this guestion
way be safely answered in the affirmative,
It may be assured as absolutely true that
in the ease of cirenlating notes of any sort
confldence is as important as salvency,
and that this confidence cannot be in any
manner sscured, It Junres Caean's wife
was to be not only innocent but above
aven the slightest snspicion, so the eircu.
