knock-down and drag-out portion of the
argument to decide who shall lead tho
Ohio Democracy this fall ia fairly on

to-day. Monday ami yesterday the dele¬
gates wer o morely arriving, standing
around talking, but they aro reaching
for each other's wind, making ambitious
pa?see for scalps, and holding up their
own and tho other fellow's records to
the broad, bright light of day, and
shouting over the comparisons of pu¬
rity. The fight is ono of Neal
n^ainst tho field, tho odds being
Aliont even. Neal, as an out-and-out
froe-silver man, and at the same time nu

advocate of a tariff for revenue* only, has
unquestionably lost some ground by rea¬
son of tha President's message. A ma¬

jority of the Ohio Democracy is iu fa¬
vor of upholding the bands of the gov¬
ernment, and as tho President has open¬
ly declared for repeal of tho purchasing
clause of the Sherman law and has
practically said "let tho tarili wait
awhile," eomo men who were for
Lawrence T. Neal aro beginning
to think a few thoughts. Whon
the President's message w«s published
it was hotly denounced by i: any, wbo
later had nothing to Bay savo words of
approvul. It was far from suiting the
Neal faction as a whole, and their oppo¬
nents have not been slow to brand them
as being opposed to the wishes of the
administration. At the same timo Nenie
personal following is very strong indvoil,
and it will go far towards lifting him in,
no matter what his uttitu<le tt.svard tho
government, or that of tho government
towards him.

STATE ?G??????? THIS ????,

C. D. Crites, chairman of the State
Central Committee, who was a strong
Ritchie man before tho withdrawal of
that candidate, sai«l this morning : " We
must nittko a strong tight on Stat·· ques·
tions this time. Tho national policy is
all well enough, but there aro other
things as well. The peoplo of Ohio
must pay attention to the affairs of
Ohio, and we believe tlint they can be
better administered than they have been
by (iovernor McKinley. State matters
should bo made an equal consideration
with those of tho nation at large this
year."
W. B. Ritchie, whom many declare

coiihl have been nominated on tho first
bullot had he been willing to run. came
to town last night Ho carries a very
largo portion of tho northwestern part
of tho State with him, ami is out for
Neal. Th·· Campbell forces are almost
for any mnn but Neal, and they aro

making* a desperate fight against him.
It is really as much of a fight between
the Campbell and anti-Campbell elo-
ments ns upon any subject of State or

national import. The main dill'ioulty
with the Caiii|»bell monis that they have
not picked up any one man us the oppo¬
nent of Neal.

August '.»..Tho Con·
etttution will say to-morro.: editorially
of tho President ß message :

While both parties ur·· earnestly
Urging tho repeal of tho Shermau law,
their reasons are as. opposite us possible.
The republicans would repeal it because
its repeal, unless followed by the condi¬
tions of tho Democratic platform, would
bring the country to gold mono¬

metallism.a system which would in¬

crease the value of the money which the
money-lenders and gold-sharks of thi
East have in etere, and enable tho
national banking syndicate to ¡H-rpetu-
uto itself by compelling the issue of
bonds to secure goliL The Democrats,
on the other band, would repeal it as a

cowardly makeshift because it stands
in the way of tho restoration of silver to

our currency as a monetary standard.
Mr. ? leveland'e message favors nnd

peal, and entirely ignores tho Demo¬
cratic policy. If ho is right the Demo¬
cratic party is wrong and has been
wrong for twenty years. If he is

Terme Haití?, Ini»., August 0..Eu¬
gene Debs, who was the chief organizer
of the Brotherhood of Locomotive Circ¬
ulen, says that tho railway companies
are not warrant· «lin asking thou em

piovete to accept a reduction of JO jar
cent, in wages. He refers particularly
to the Chicago, Milwaukee and St. Paul
and Mac Kay systems, which are trying
to miike it reduction, as systems that did
a better business in July than in the
'eme month last year, lie believes that
an attempt is being made to take advan¬
tage of tho har«l times to reduce the
stan«liird of wages, not so much for the
saving of a few months, ne pretended,
but with tho knowledge that it would
take several years of etfort on the part
of th·· men to have tho standard restored.

House of Commons to-day William Ma¬
cartney (Conservative) moved tho adop¬
tion of an amendment to tho home-rule
bill providing in effect that tho Irish
rocmliers who shall bo retained m the
Imperial Parliament aliali vote on no

bill, motion, or amendment except such
as may bo made amendatory of tho
home-rule bill. Tin's amendment is the
ono that Mr. Balfour, tho Conservative
leader in the Homo, intended to intro-
.itice list Monday when the home rule
bill came up on tho report stage, but
which his absence from the Honso at
that timo prevented him from doing.
During tho debate on the motion

Joseph Chamberlain, the Liberal-Union
leader, denounced the strategy of tho
government, by moans of which a
scheme was being imposed on tho
House giving the Irish members who
should be retained the right to voto
on all questions. Tho best and tbe
only just arrangement would bo a total
exclusion of Irish members from West¬
minster.

Henry Lalxmchen (Radical) said that
if the Irish »at in Westminster for par¬
tial purposes there would b« two majori¬
ties in tho House, which would dustroy
tbe foundation of parliamentary gov¬
ernment.

clusion. If the bill were a

complete measure of homo rule ho
would vote for full exclusiou. It waa
not a complete measure, and the Houso
mn«t therefore await tho end of tho pro¬
bationary period, when full home rulo
would be given, oefore settling the ulti¬
mate status of the Irish in tho Imperial
Parliament.
Mr. Labouchore's remarks were greet¬
