Mr. Hals-trad had told the public so

often that Mr. Clbvelakd was afllicted
with tho ¡State-bank heresy that wo had
learned from the distinguished Ohio edi¬
tor to fear that the President's message
to the extra session would recommend
the repeal of the 10 per cent Federal
tax upon the issues of Mtato banks. But

gold to the value of u hundred thoasund
dollars is sll that a wild-cat bank of the
kind whioh in ante-bellum days flood'd
the country with their notes will offer
as security for throe hundr« «1 thousaud
dollars of its paper issues. Hrielly,
whilst the President demands
mouey good in every market iu the
world, tho State-bank advocates are not
ashamed to i-ay that thoy favor a cur¬

rency which hides in the passes of tho
mountains, and if sent to the marts of
trade will soon desert thoso marts and
return to the placo where tho peuplo
tttko it becauso they cannot get any real
money. We heartily endorso the Presi¬
dent's declaration that "this matter
rises above the plauo of party politics.
It vitally concerns every business and
calling, und enters overy household iu
tuo land."
