CONGRESSIONAL VACANCUTES,

Have the Laws of Vieglnin Fixed the Tiwe
for Holiding Sach Flections?
HARRISBURG, VA, Sept. 14, 1868,
To the Editor of the THapatch:

Touching the power of the Covernor to
order the eleéction to G vacancles occur-
Fing In our congresstonal representstion,
I beg to suggest, Is not o debintable gques-
tion. For ns the law now ls, the Gov-
ernor is powerless to order the helding of
an election to fill any vacancy, whether
absolute, or to take effect in the future,
My ground ls, the Legislature alone has
the power to but has not fixed the thne
for holiling such election, The Constitu-
tion of the United States having deles
gated that power to the Legislature it has
no right to re-delegate it to the Governor.

The Constitution of the Unftsd Stotes,
Art, 1, see, 4, says: ““The times, places
and manner of holding elections for rep-
sentatives shall be preseribed In each
State by the Legislature thereof, but the
Congress may At any time by law make
or alter such regulations.”

Until 1872 this power has been left en-
tirely to the States. They fixed the thmes,
places, etc, but In 1§72 the Congress by
virtue of the nbove section assumed
authority and fixed an uniform time
throughout the United States, sec. o
page 5, Hevised Statutes U. 8, . Fol-
Jowing 18 the %th section, which provides
for vacancies:"The times for holding elee-
tions In any State to fill vacancies whether
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delegnre, Therefore If 1t
that the Legtslatue Intended to
the Gavernor the power to fix the time
holding elections to 1l vacancles I8
House of Representatives, sueh law i
clearly uneopstitutional and  thersfore
vold und of none effect. The Lagislature
mikht well have fixed the time for
elertion by gaying the next general

tion, or on the Gth, 6th, or Tth
a4 they chose, after the vacuncy occams,
This would fix the time, and then &h
Governor's writ of election woubl
thereto, This woull be known of all men
and not left to the Governor to fix a short
period or a long period before the eleotion,
ns hig fancy or his interest, or the inter-
est of some friend might dietate,

If the Governor has the power to fix the
time 1t would enable him to subserve part
enile instend of his  country, We have
witnensed when one vote in the House of
Represcntatives woull be of great party
mivantage. This power In the CGovernor
would enable him to onler the election
upon [nsutticlent notlea and postpone the
fod untll after the vota  had been
taken In the House upon that question.

It the Governor has the power to fix the
time, then if & vaesney existed now he
conld £1x the perlod of eleetion beyond the
genern) election lin November pext, Surely
the Constitution snd lews of the  United
Statea nover contomplated  that  sueh
power, upon such n fundamental queation
as the eleotion of menitwrs of Congress,
should be 1eft 1o the will of one man.
