JUDGE BONDIS DEAD.
HE PASSES AWAY AT HIS HOME IN

BALTIMORE.

A telegram from Baltimore announces
tha death In that city yesterday morning
ef Judge Hugh L. Bond, judge of the
United Btatee Circuit Court for tha
circuit composed of the Ktatee of Mary¬
land, Virginia, West Virginia, North and
Soath Carolina.
Judge Bond had been sick for some

time, and was prohibited by his phv-d-
cJans from attending the recent session of
the United Mutes Circuit Court of Ap¬
peals held here. He, however, held court
in Baltimore last month, and the trouble
which carried him off was an acute attack
snd not the disease from which he had
been suffering for so long. His Isat ap¬
pearance in Richmond waa at the October,
189X term of the Inlted States Circuit
Court of Appeals.
Judge Bond was born In Baltimore, Md.,

December 18,1828, and was a son of Dr.
Thomas Ktnowon Bond, a Baltimore phy-
alclan, who afterwards became a local
preacher in Ihe Methodist Episcopal
Church end editor of a leading Methodist
paper. He was educated at the University
of New York, and admitted to the bar
of the Monumental City ta 1851. He took
nart In the Know-Nothing movement,
and In March, 1«0. was appoint«-1 Judge
of th·· Baltimore Criminal Court, «nd «>n
th<» Cth of November. 1861, was elected by
the people to that office.

States, which latter court has long since»
sustained the view maintained by Judge
Hughes.

HICIIMUND ELECTION CASKS.

The esses against Mr. R. B. Munford,
Ttunlssloner of the Revenue of thla

city, and bis deputies, growing out of
the enforcement of what was knoa*n as

the "capltatlon-taz law" in Virginia, also
excited much interest. The cases came up
for trial at tho spring term, 1833, of the
United Stat«*s Circuit Court, Judges
Bond and Hughes presiding. The defence
earnestly maintained that th« law of Con»

grass under which the accused were prose¬
cuted was unconstitutional and void, and
that the Indictments were defective. The
Court, however, both judges concurring,
refused to quash the Indictment, and sus¬

tained the constitutionality of the act,
and a Jury was Impaneled to try the caaes,
but the trial never came to en end, as

one of the Jurors wen taken 111 and the
Jury had to be discharged, and the casos
were anally dismissed.

COUPON DECISIONS.
In b's deeislons bearing upon Virginia

coupons Judge Bond also gained great no¬

toriety, and on tbe coupon issue was tor
years at war with tbe Generai Assem¬

bly. This Issue came before him in various
forma, snd his decisions gave tho 8tate
officers and the Legislature a great deal
of trouble.

spective counties, proceded to execute
the law. Thereupon Judge Bond ruled
them Info hie court to show cause why
they should not Ire punish·»·! for contempt,
and upon their answering that they were
officers of the Commonwealth executing
her law and Intend«·«! to continue to do «??,
he fined them and committed them to
Jail. They Immediately, however, sued
out a writ of habeas corpus, and were
released by the Supreme CMaTt of the
I nit« «1 States.
