SHARP WORK OF CONFIDENCE MEN.

A Loudoun County Furmer Swindled Out
of $0,300—-0Une Captured.

Two confllence men, says a Le shurg
dispatch to the Baltimore Sun, victimized
Mr. John Arnold, a wealthy farmer, lv-
ing near Goresville, In Loudoun ecounty,
on Wednesday last, getting from him the
comfortable sum of $6M0, The game
geems to have been worked on the “green
goods™” line, as the only thing left with
Mr. Arnold after parting with his money
was the usual little tin box, How long
negotiations had been golng on 18 not
known, but on Wednesday Mr. Arnoll
drew from the People's National Bank, of
this town, and of which he Isa director,
$#.50 on some securitles he held. He
then left town in company with one of
the sharpers, going in the direction of
his home, some five miles away, On the
road the second of the confidence men
was met and the deal consummated, The
two men then left Mr. Arnold and drove
to Leesburg. Scarcely had they left him
when Mr. Arnold discovered that he had
been swindled, and raised an slarm. A

Kentleman driving on the rowd
followed the two men, and when
he reached this town they were
just in  front of him. He notl-

fled the citizens, and a hot pursult was
