Allison in the Senate on Repeal of the
Sugar Bounty.

STATE-BANK-TAX BILL.

Rayner on the Kepeal Plank of the Chicago
Platform—Cobb and Oates for
the Measure.

WASHINGTON, June 4—SENATE—
The Senate to-day entered on the second
half-year of the session, the tenth week
of the consideration of the tarif bill,
and the third of the discussion of the

sugar schedule,
It took a quarter of an hour after the

stated hour of meeting to secure u quo-
rum. The first pleve of business done
was the pnssage of a joint resolution
appropriating §10,000 for the expenses of
Inqujries and investigations ordered by

the Senute,

On schedule time all pending business
was put aside, and the tarlff bill taken
up. The amendments to paragraph 182,
offered by the Finance Committee,
changing the time when the repeal of
the sugar bounty is to take effect from
May 1, 188, to January 1, 1566, were agreed
to. Bubsequently, by unanimous consent,
that actlon was reconsidersd, and the
amendments still remaln open.

Mr. Vest recalled his controversy with
Mr. Aldrich before adjournment on 8a-
turday, when Mr., Aldrich asserted, “'posi.
tively, If not aggressively,” that there
were no sugar-stock certiticates in the
market In 15, Mr, Vest fortified his
own statement by reading from an
almanac of 181, showing that in the year
1500, 1,062,000 ghares of sugar-stock certi-
ficates had been =old In New York, And
it was while these lnrge sales were being
made, with fluctuations of I per c¢ent,,
that the MceKinley act was being manipu-
Inted In Congress. He woent on to show
that from a duty of about 15 per cent.,
when the bill was first reported from the
Committes on Ways and Means, the tax
went up hy jumgps tn 7 cents per hundred
pounds, nnd was then reduced In confer-
ence to M cents—the existing rate. "And
yer," sald he contemptuously, “our friends
on the other shle taunt us with being
under the control of the Sugar Trust
And ey ask us eonstantly for the
principfe on which ¢ n things have
bean done. T would lke to understand
what principle éntered intes that sort of
legislation. I would ke to know on what
principle that change took place, 1 know
nothing »lse that eould have caused §t
except some Influence unknown toa the
publie*

In
his apinion it would never be secured until
thrre mas éstananaT a~tnkhme sverem
with a circulation under the contrel of
those whode right it was to lssue It Such
n system as this, he s=aid, would p
at the shortest notice the currency ne
to mect exlgencies In particular sectlons
of the eéountry, avolling the periods of
gtringency Inseparible from the presont
sy stem.
