Upon Thelr Babies,
(Correspondence of the Dispatceh.)

NEW YORK, June Z.—Do the rich and
fashionable women of New York make
&o0od mothers? The general impression is
that the demands of goclety are permittal
to Interfere with Intimate relations be-
tween parents and children, and, there
fore, to the tender mercies of the house-
malds and doubtfully good-tempored gov-
ernesses  are carclesely confided the
maorals, manners, and good health of thelr
small boys and girls,

There are mothers and mothers among
the Four Hundred. Some of them, no
doubt, are neglectful of and indifferent
to thelr bables, but & woman who knows
about the domestic regulations existing
in fashionable homes vouchos for It that
a moodly majority of the very young
people are not 11l treated.

Mrs, Cornellus Vanderbilt, for sxample,
Is u mother whose methods sy woman
might profitably study, Her first thought
cach day 18 for the Inhabltants of her
nureery, and nursemalds vote her some-
thing of a faddist in the care of the little:
Vunderbilts, Bo long us there was a buby
it the family Mre, Vanderbiit never falled
to bathe, rub, and dress it every morning
with her own hands, Not even her hed
nursemald, a capable, elderly English wo-
man, is permitted to perform this pflice,
The mistress held that her children ran the
gravest risks to health when getting their
morning  bath, and that It Is  every
mother's duty to personally protect them
agalnst any dangers from chill, carelesy
rubbing, or over-hot water.

As her children have grown out of
babyhood, Mre. Vanderbilt has never re-
laxed her custom of eurly rising to su-
perintend the beginning of every day.
Nursemulds know that nothing escapes
her keen eye, and that she never falls
to test the temperature of baths and
exact a lberal supply of big  Turkish
towels for every youthful bather, To
this care she attributes in a large part

THE CARE OF BOOKS.

Suggestions for Those Whe Prize the Con-
tents of Thelr Libraries,
(Wrltten for the Dispateh.)
Among the regular gpring bulleting ls-
sued to housekeepers giving advice re-
garding the packing, preservation, and
storing of housshold goods, preparatory
to closing one's city houss, not a word
f& sald about the care of the hooks
There nre few Amorican homes but what
contaln something in  tne  way of n
library, and, whether large or small, of
books cheap or costly, it I8 sure 1o e
bighly prized and deserving of care
Books, llke all other things, last under
careful trentment and  wear badly if
neglected. Nor in the autumn would they
be found so dusty, sticky, and shabby o1
their shelves If the housekeeper had had
them in hand before she left for the
country. They should have been taken
from the shelves, If there are no glass
doors fe the cases, carefully wiped with
a soft cloth, every book lncascd in cheap
brown paper, and set back on the shelves,
just close enough together to hold every
one firmly, but not tightly, In its place,
standing on end. None of them should be
Jald one on top of the other ar left lean-
ing like wounded soldicrs, for so placed

backs weal.en.

Hefore the books are replaced thelr casen
ought to be drawn out from the wall, and
inside and out, at back and front, well
brushed to clear awany the book moths,
spiders, &c., that gnaw bindings and
loaves. Where thore are dust-tight cases,
proof against mice, moths, and
deadly enemy of books, the big, brown
cockroach, & thorough dusting of shelves

CORONER TAYLOR AND THE PHYSH
CIAN TO THE JAIL AT VARIANCE.

The Right of the Former to Hold Inquests
on Inmates of Richmond's Priscn
Quostioned.

Dr. Wiillam H. Taylor, the Coroner,
and Dr, W, 8 Physician to the
City Jall, differ as the right of the
former o hold inquests on prisoners dying
in the jall, and it has been announced
that Dr, Gordon will bring the matter
mam.wn;«mwm
for judiclal determination. 2o A
At the inquest lately held by.the Coro-
ner on the body of Mra. Elizsabsth Colgen,
who di»d in the jafl while confined there
as a lunatle, Dr. M. W. Peyser appeared
a8 the representative of Dr. Gordon, and
on his behalf protested against the in-
quest. Dr. Gordon 18 not in the ecity, but
it is understood that the grounds of
protest were that the Code of Virginia
did not direct that Inquests should be held

on persons dying In jall, that it was no
more reasonable to hold Inquests on Dr.
Gordon's patients who died in jall than
on his patients who died at thelr homes,
and that the publication of the verdict
of the jury stating that no biame should
be attached to the ofMeers of the jail
who had the deceared persons in charge,
was a reflection on his professional ehar-
acter, us implying that under some cir-
cumstances such blame might attach.
THE CORONER INTERVIEWED.

When Coroner Taylor was seen about
the matier yesterday he sald that he
aid not consider that these objectlons
were valid and proceeded to hold the
inquest. He did not think that inquesis
at the jal! could reflect upon Dr. Gordon,
unless they should develop the fact that
he was In some way blamable, No blame
has ever been attached to him heretofore,

8ti11, mall the Coroner, he was not pre-
pared (o assume that none can ever be at-
tached to him hereafter, for he was far
from sure that any man was altogether
incapable of error, nor could he admit
as a general principle that inquests must
not be held because they might hurt
gome one's feellngs or reputation.

As to the analogy between o man in
4all and o man out of jall said the Coro-
ner: "A man In Jall Is not closely com-
parable with a man out of jall. The man
out of jail, or his friends for him, can
gelect or not, an he pleases, any doctor
as his phyelclan, but the man in Jail has
no sueh cholce. The Biate forces the
prisoner to receive the ministrations of
the jall phydiclan. Under such clrecum-
stances it i Incumbent upon the State
to inquire whether these ministrations
have been properly performed.”

AS TO THE CODE,

“Ip I« true,” sald Dr. Taylor, “that the
Code does not specifically direct that in-
quests shall be held on persons dying in
jull, but nelther s It epecifie In regard
to many other Instances where inquests
are obyvlougly proper. It leaves much to
the judgment of the Coroner. But, on
the other hand, ‘Mayo's Gulde whiech
s the interpreter of the law, and the
book of directions for coroners, expressly
tells them that they must hold Inquests
on persons who die in jall, and explicitly
says that It 1& the duty of the jaller to
notify the coroner of such deaths.'

Coroner Taylor observed thut he wan
too well aware of the fact that the
menning of the law s not to be hastly
arrived at by the canons of ecommon
sense and the ordinary rules of English
composgition and rhetorie to feel perfectly
sure thiat these Instructions are as plain
as they scem to be, yet he has ventured
to construe them in the way which every-
body who I8 not a lawyer s obliged
to do, and hus acted In accordance with
this construction ever sinee he has been
Coroner, #8 hig predecessors did before
him. Nor did any jail physiclan before
Dr. Gordon ever object either to this
construction of the law or to the pros
priety of such a law.

AGREE ON ONE TOINT,

Referring to the fact that Dr. Gordon
s understood to make the point thut If
the above construction of the law was
correct Inquests should be held on prison-
ers dying In the penitentiary as well as
on those dying In tha jaill, Dr. Taylor
sl he nereed milly with Dr. Gordon on
thut point, Yefrs ago he submitted the
matier 1o the Attorney-General of the
Btate, who declded that this view wnas
correct, Accordingly, for a timn he did
inquire Into deaths at the penitentiary,
In fact till -he was forbldden to do so by
the arbitrary command of Governor Kem-
WL

Dr, Tavlor further wsiated that he
thought Dr. Gordon had not considersd
that hig authority over the jall by virtue
of his office as Its physician Is guite
Jimite<l, and that the conduct of the City
Sergeant, his deputies, and his other
gubordinates should be a subject of ln-
quiry even If the inerrancy of the physi-
clan should be taken for granted,

NO ORJECTION FROM OTHERS,

“These officials,' sald Dr, Taylor, “not-
withstanding that inquests are of more
moment 1o them than they are lkely to
be to the physiclan, are not the ones who
object. Indeed they take nn opposite
view of the case, feeling that if they have
properly met the requirements of thelr
position the verdlet of a jury Is o com-
mendation, and may at times be a vindl-
cation” That an inquiry in their diree-
tion at least I8 most necossary wod whole-
some, Dr, Tavlor assents, was made un-
mistakably evident some years ago by a
memotable Instance,

Dir. Taylor remarked In conclusion that,
being humeell a physiclan, he |8 naturally
eollcitous 1o have it belleved that doctors
are exempt from the mental and moral
infirmities which, as s universally con-
eedisl, beset the rest of thelr fellow-
ereatures, but he feels that the reality
of this state of things can be rendered
certaln to an incredulovs generation only
by making an occarional Inquiry into the
methods of the oraft,

e, Taylor sald he approved entirely of
having the queetion settled tn court, and
wouldl cheerfully aequiesce In the Judge's
deelsjon whatever It might be,
