Rut the time has now come when
on our prlnclpnl etre'ts at least gas-

lamps have been dismantled, and their

place« supplied with electric lumps. The
«lectrlc-lamp«, though they shed much

light on other subjects. supply
no Information as to street names. Thus

most parts of the city are without any

Blgn-postB for the stranger, and it le a

matter often mentioned and com¬

plained of.
Richmond would better return to the

old practice of putting «mull, neat sign¬
boards on corner house« than fall to afford
this needed Information to strangers. As
a matter of fact, Indeed, thle Information
