Ta Open at the Thostr» Ta-Merrow Night.
Table· aad Other gratare«.

Beginning with to-morrow, the Rich¬
mond Theatre will be occupied until the
22d of the month by the varied attractions
of the McOUl Catholic Union Fair. Great
preparation· have been made for It by
the aealous ladle· In charge of the tables,
.nd It 1· believed that their effort· will
be crowned with success.
The object of the fair Is to enable the

union to pay for Its recently-purchased
property on Grace street near Seventh.
Bishop Van de Vyver, who ha« at all
times taken the deepest Interest in the
McGIU Union, addressed its members at

length « few nights ago. In the course
of his Ulk the Bishop «aid: "There may
be and there probably ought to lie more
than one beneficial society among the
Catholics. These organizations are, of ne¬

cessity, parochial, and they do a great
deal of good. We can, however, hope to
have but one good social organization
for our Catholic young men. If there be
two, then either is strong. Both will be
lan»;uld and puny. My ambition for the
McGIU Union Is to see it the sole, the
. ».ntral organization for Catholic young
men in our city. In this way we learn to
know each other. In this way we attain
that unity so necessary to all classes."
TUB QUARTERS BADLY NEEDED.
The ambition of Bishop Van de Vyver

cannot be realized in the present quar¬
ters of the union. With a more attrac¬
tive meeting-place the society will de¬
serve and command success. When
Bishop Van de Vyver generously con¬
tributed SOW to purchase a new home for
th-· union, and Mr. John Pope supplement¬
ed this by a contribution of $1,000, tne
first important step was taken. Ever
since the present members by contribu¬
tion and by entertainment have been
swelling the building fund. A larse sum

yet remains due. To wipe out the re¬

maining debt Is the design of the coming
fair. The fair In Itself is excellent evi¬
dence of the fact that the McGiU Union
ia not a parish organization. Its mem¬
ber» come from all parts of the city, and
tables representing tho different parishes
will have a place in the Theatre.

HISTORY OF THE UNION.
The McGIU Catholic Union waa founded

In 1886 by Right Rev. John J. Keane,
then bishop of Richmond, and now rec¬
tor of the Catholic University of America.
The intention of Bishop Keane in organ¬
izing the union waa to afford to Catholic
young men especially an opportunity for
social intercourse and healthful mental
and physical recreation and improvement.
Like all societies, the union has had its
vicissitudes. In its early life it had» no
vigor or energy. It was not until a
number of the members under the leader¬
ship of Father Tearney, now pastor of
Falls church, reorganized the union that
It began to flourish. Since then it has
advaneed rapidly, and to-day there is no
more vigorous or thriving society in the
city of Richmond. The following 1b a

In no branch of dramatic art has pro¬
gress bren more mark J than In thi
matter of costumes and scenic display.
This Is an ago of pictures. The books
sell best that nre well Illustrated In
addition to being \v. 11 written. Those
who run, and read while they run, get
almost as much Information from pic¬
torial art as from the Iettar press. The
same desire to satisfy the eye, as well
as the mind, has become more and moro

apparent on the stage of recent year«,
and In view of the elaborate revivals of
8h.iik.-i'· ar an plays a word or two as

to how the nctor» dresse«l their parts
at the beginning of this century will not
seem superfluous:

. · ·

First comes Edmund Kean, whose dr*.«s
aa ¡Shylock, obviously founded on that
Of M.iikiln, whose presentation of the
character has been the model for all suc¬

ceeding players, was good and effective,
though his method of .dressing King
Iyar was striking In its grote»queness.
Kvldently with some idea of conveying

the feeling of a very ancl'-nt day, E«l-
niund Kean makes King Lear wear san¬

dals; but these do not help us much In
our endeavor to llx the period which b*
lnten«led to represent. The Anglo-Saxons,
who were probably In the actor's mind,
were not, as a matter of fact, wearers of
s. tidal:«, except In tbe case of such of
them as were connected with some re¬

ligious order. What period Lear's royal
robe, as seen In the old prints, is sup¬
posed to represent I cannot Imagine,
but his sceptre certainly resembles some

which may be found In thirteenth-century
manuscript, while hla crown ehows th.
ugly crimson velvet bag, which did not

come Into use beforo the end of th.
seventeenth century.

Hut with Kean'9 etrang» conglomerate
costume we take leave of the old order of
things, for a new era Is dawning. The
creator of the new Idea was that charm¬
ing writer and learned antiquary, James
Robinson Planche, who, though h·» had
not turned his attention specially to th.
study of costume In 1&3, waa sufficiently
observant to notice how faulty the
Kemble principle of stage dressing was.

As he himself said, he saw the English
soldiers In cocked hats, powder, and pig¬
tails, and he saw them in 1823 wearing
helmets end cuirasses. Reasoning from
this he saw how absurd it was that th.
soldiers before Algiers at the beginning
of the thirteenth century should wear pre¬
cisely tbe lame costume aa those who
fought at Bosworth Field, at the end
of the fifteenth. 1'lanche happened, In
the course of a casual conversation with
Charles Kemble In 1323, to alludo to this
point, and that Intelligent actor at once

saw th. possibilities of the suggested
new departure. He was at this time
managing Covent Garden, London, where
a revival of "King; John" was In pre-
psratlon for Young, and he requested
Planche to superintendent the production,
Which he did without fee or reward,
solely for love of the stage and the de¬
sire to elevate It Naturally, he met with
strong opposition fror,«, those stanch con¬

servatives.the actors. "Never ahall I
forget," he says in hla delightful "Re¬
collections," "the dismay of ioni» of the
performers when they looked upon the
flat-topped chapeaux de f-r of the twelfth
century, which they Irreverently stigma¬
tized as Btew-pans! Nothing but the fact
that the Classical features of a Kembl.
were to be surmounted by a precisely
similar abomination would, I think, have
Induced one of their rebellious barons
to hav. appeared In it. They had no

faith in me, and sulkily assumed their
new and strange habiliments in
tbe full belief that they should be
roared at by the audience." And
as he goes on to state, they
were roared at, but In quit, a different
way from that which they had antici¬
pated. When the curtain rose and the
audience saw King John dressed exactly
like his efllgy In Worcester Cathedral,
and saw his barons in coats of mall, with
cycllndrlc.il helmets and correct armorial
shields, and his courtiers in long tunics
and mantles, they roared their appro¬
bation; and the production was bo great
a success, Planche says, the complete
reformation of dramatic costume became
from that moment Inevitable upon th.
English atage.

It Is Interesting to learn thst the great
English actress, Fanny Kemble, who had
been the first to take any Bertone step
towards this reformation, did not ap¬
prove of the logical result of her own
Initiative. She expressed her opinion to
her brother Charles in these terms: "It
Is sufficient for the dress to be conven¬
tional." She had no sympathy, evidently,
with what a great living authority calls
"thla undramatlc pedantry, which trans¬
fer, the discussione of the Society of
Antiquaries to the boards of a theatre."
But Mr. Percy Fitzgerald penned this
sentence before the recent wonderful re¬
vívala showed that It is possible to pro¬
duce an historic play with th. moat
minute accuracy in every detail, yet with¬
out overloading the drama with accesso¬
ries or losing a single touch of its poetic
significance. And it is remarkable that a
little "bit" of accuracy sometimes takes
a general audience by storm. Fanny
Kemble relates such a circumstance In
connection with her costume ee Portia.
"My second dress." she says, "waa elm-
ply tbe Doctor's black gown, with a cu¬
rious little authentic velvet hat, which
waa received with immense applause when
I put it on. I could hardly keep my coun¬
tenance at the effect my hat produced."
The mention of Fanny Kemble's nsms

strongly suggests the very amusing pic¬
ture which eh« draws of the vigorously
anti-archaeological position which bar
mother took up when th. young debu¬
tante's dress for Juliet wa* being decided
upon. At th. time of her first appearanee
(is») the new order of minga waa fairly
well established, and It aras, of course,
suggested that the new Juliet should wear
a characteristic costuma hut her mother
would non. of it. Mra Jameeon made
endless suggestiona founded on picture·
by Raphael. Titian. OmrglOn*. Bronstno.
All aorta of authorities, historical, artisti-
cai, eeathetical, were ranged agatmrt the
mother's vtewa, but she waa -"Vrir-t.

He r>i»ca«»e» the I>ng Question Freely and
Make» Some Timely *4ugge»tlona.

While the officers of the Society for the

the Prevention of Cruelty to Animals have

abandoned the Idea of prosecuting Capi¬
tol-Policeman Eustlce, who injured a

stray dog which he caught chasing a

squirrel, they purpose taking such steps
as will prevent a repetition of the occur¬

rence, and Dr. Wood proposes to have a

full talk with Major Gaines, Superintend¬
ent of Grounds and Buildings, with re¬

ference to the future policy of the office
In this particular.
"I have no doubt," Dr. Wood said to

a Dispatch reporter yesterday, "that the
Capitol police have been very much an¬

noyed by stray dogs in the Capitol
Grounds pursuing and killing the pet
squirrels who have their home there.
"It Is further to be said In defence, or

at least In palliation of the Po¬
liceman's action, that the State
law on the subject, to which
my attention was called by Mr. Gulgon,
counsel for the society, may have been
construed by Mr. Eustlce Into authority
for hie action. As a matter of fact, how¬
ever, the law provides in section 2 of the
act of February 28, 1S90, that 'any dog
found on the Capitol Square without its
owner, may be driven beyond the limit j
of the said square, and, if necessary,
clubbed or killed.'

MUST NOT BE CRUEL.
"It cannot be supposed that this law

Intended to authorize the Capitol police¬
men» to throw rocks at and wound, muti¬
late, or kill any dog found, within the
place In any manner that the guard might
choose to adopt. I should say that the
plain purpose of the law was to authorise
the officerà to drive out trespassing dogs,
and If it Bhould become necessru-y by
reason of the vlclousness or persistence
of the dog, to kill him» in tha moat pain¬
less way.
"When thi« act was passed,·* continued

Dr. Woo«], "there was at least some pro¬
tection to the Capitol Grounds In the
gates at various points, but now that
they have been removed It would seem
that even the friendliest canines should
not be too harshly dealt with for ac¬

cepting the Invitation held out to them
by these hospitable openings. It Is quite
possible that If this policy continues to
be pursued lome valuable and beloved
dog, the property of some prominent
citizen, may meet with a like mishap,
and In such an event It Is quite possible
that the validity of the law would be
promptly tested tn the courts."
"Does the society propose to Institute

prosecution against Mr. Eustlce or Major
Gain··, the superintendent, for issuing
these instruct ions 7" asked the reporter.
"Not as at present advised," replied Dr.

Wood, "Chiefly because I am convinced
that Major Gaines I· « humane gentle¬
man, who will give the society ail the aid
In his power to prevent needless cruelty
to our dumb friends, who can scarcely
be blamed for following their natural
Instincts to chase and capture what they
consider their natural prey. Besld··, I
realise what an insufferable nuisance 1·
the multitude of worthless curs which
All the streets of Richmond and make
night hideous. Though fully determined
to prevent cruelty to animals as far as
the facts and law will Justify, yet the
society Is not Insensible to th· grievous
.vil from which our citizens are now
.uffering."

PROTECT THE CITIZEN*
"Have you any suggestion to make

looking to lessening this evil? "
"Unt-iJeetioisably," replied th· genial

President; "a brief search of the records
will show that the city of Richmond has
collected within the last ten years con¬
siderably upwards of $30,000 taxes upon
dogs In this city, «nd the moat careful
search of those some records will fall to
show where one single cent of that large
sum has been expended for the -rsoegctlon
of the citizens from the de»«-rafla*ions
and nuisance of these bordes of owner¬
less dogs which Infest our street« We
have frequent complaints from most
humane and worthy citizens of the In-
Jury done to their horses, their children,
and tbemeelves by these vicious canine
tramps running «t large.
New York «nd other prosperous «nd

advanced municipalities have turned the
whole matter of taxation and disposi¬
tion of ownerless dogs over to the Society
for the Prevention of Cruelty to Ani¬
mato. In these cities to which I have re¬
ferred the tax on these animale to paid
over directly to the aoclety, which Issue·
a certlflrate In the form of « license,
«nd they «ra authorized «nd required, tn
consideration of this Incxme, to provide
dog-catcher« who. In the quietest and
most humane end painless wsy, catch aad
kill all worthlera cur« who·· Uf· la a
misery to themselves «nd a nuisance to
th· public. Of course this tow provides
all the necessary restriction· «nd pro¬
